THE SOLD EXPERIENCE

Hurnan trafficking, by defition, 15 the llegal move-
ment of people - typically for the purposes of forced
labor or commercial sexual explortation. It 1s a large
and growing problem in the US and globally, and un-
fortunately it s not as distant as we may assurme.

Often we think of trafficking as sex slaves: sixteen
year old grls locked n brothels n Thaland or Cam-
bodia. While this 1s orne aspect of human trafficking.
there is so much more going on. Trafficked victims
include chid soldiers, factory workers, unpaid house
servants, forced beggars, and farm hands. It 15 dif-
ficult to establish a statistically accurate nurmber of
victims who are trafficked. but the Imternational Labor
Organization estimates that number 1s close to 209
million. Despite that fact that over 20% of countries

lobally Rave laws crmnalizing forced enslavernent of
others, these laws are often hard to enforce.

Every year, the United Nations produces a report
on human trafficking globaly. Many of the results
are surprising, d\shearfemmg, and depict the scale of
njustice. In 2011, approximately 53% of frafficked vic-
tms were sexually exploited, and 40% were used for
forced labor. Approximately 33% of those trafficked
are children, 49% are women, and 18% are men.

These numbers are both staggering and disheart-
enng, and It seems lke an issue too large for indi-
viduals fo make an mpact. However, three girls in
\f\fashmgmm state found a way fo make a difference.
They gof together and began plannng for what
woulld eventually becorme the SCLD Experience. They
thought up a way to advocate for victms of hu-
rman tfrafficking. and gve others an opportunity To
Jon thern in support. Through donations from Bethel
Church and many others, their dreams became real-
ity. On Septermber 16th, the SOLD Experience arrived
on campus at NNU, one of the many places it has
traveled to since its birth, The SOLD Experience 1s a
multimedia exhbit that allows people o step info the

shoes of human trafficking victims. For just short of
an hour, particpants walk from room to room, each
one a different location where human trafficking oc-
curs. As you walk, you are listenng fo the stories of
actual vichms, and learn information about human
trafficking around the world.

The SOLD experience s not only eye-cpening, but
its unique Mmedium allows for a powerful first-person
view nto hurman trafficking around the world. It pro-
vides many resources for learnng and opportunities
to get nvolved. For example, part-way through the
experience ycu are given the opportunity to put a
sticker on a bar of soap. The sticker has an emer-
gency hot-line specificaly for rescuing pecple who
are being trafficked. Once you put the sticker on the
soap bar, the soap is placed in a location somewhere
around the country. The hope 1s that scrmeone who
s caught n human trafficking. someone who feels
ke there 1s no way out, would be able fo cal the
number on the bar of soap and recewve life-saving
nelp.

As we talked with the volunteers who make the
SOLD experience possble, several things became
clear. First, you never know how much of an mpact
you can have on the world urtl you try Many of
the volunteers who travel with the SOLD Experience
work other jobs and use their vacation tme for this
mnistry. | also learned that you don’ + have fo drop
everything in your Ife and move across the world
to help fight human traffickng. Dong something
as small as putting a sticker on @ bar of soap can
be emough fo save a life. Most importantly, it takes
awareness and discpline to remember that human
traffickng s a real thing, and i+ happens much more
than we ma%me. As our chaplains have been helping
us journey through several themes this year. The
SOLD Experience was just one of the opportunities
avalable to students for nvolvernent in combating so-
cial justice issues. Keep an eye out and pay attention
n chapel for future ways fo get rmvolved and to learn
about how simple i+ can be to make a difference.

THE TITLE IX PARTIAL WAIVER

- On July 29th, 2014, former NNU Presidert Dr. Da-
vid Alexander subrmitted a request to the federal
government to gain ' religious exermption’ regard-
Ing specific requirements of 34 CF.R. section 106.
This request was granted in full by the US. Depart-
ment of Education on August 18th, 2014. In this
docurment, "NNU specifically requests a religious
exermption from the following requirements iNso-
far as they prohbit discrimination based on gender
dentity” These requirements are those prohib-
T dscrimination governing different rules of be-
haviors or sanctions, housmg. comparable facilities
such as restrooms and locker rooms, athletics,
and employment. Also requested was " a religious
exermption from any regulation pr“ohbmmg discrim-
mation aganst a student on account of termina-
tion of pregnancy.” In other words, Dr. Alexander
was requesting that NNU be exempt from provid-
Ng certan knds of accommodations that would
be * inconsistent with NNU' s biblically-based beliefs.’
Such religious exermptions were asked for given the
chamglmg in interpretation of Title IX. which made
discrimination based on gender iderttty r“epr“ehemsv
ble. NNU was granted all requests for religious ex-
ermptions " fo the extent that [the Title X require-
ments] would require a recpient (NNU) to treat
students consistent with their gender identity, but
doing so would conflict with the controlling organi-
zation' s religious tenets.’ That isto say, NNU was
exermpt from providing specific accormmaodations to
students upon the base of the studert s gender
dentity since that would conflict with NNU' s stat-
ed religious views as beng part of the Church of
the Nazarere.

Although these religious exermptions have been
in OfﬂcwaHg gr‘arﬁred for almost a year and a half,
popular discussion of this waiver has only Just re-
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cently been getting progressively more heated. In
an nterview with Dr. Mollie Sweet, the NNU TiHe 1X
coordinator, she answered many guestions that
we had regarding both the waiver and the work-
ngs of Title IX on campus. According to Dr. Sweet,
the Title IX partial waver hasn + rea\\g changed
the way that NNU operates. NNU has held for a
very long time that certain types of conduct are
permitted and certain fypes are not according to
our associgtion under the Church of the Naza-
rene. She says, Because of NNU being a religious
institution, NNU is allowed o discriminate based on
Nazarene religious views. We can require certan
conduct . . . The partial waiver frees the Uriversi-
Ty from providng certan kinds of accornmodations
such as transgender bathrooms, etc’ According
to Dr. Sweet, n order for NNU to operate under
the religious princples, some of the administration
decided to file this request to protect both the
University as an nsttution as well as the campus
as a whole, students, faculty, staff, and adminis-
tration. She says. ' The issue with certan kinds of
accommodation is that it can be seen as advocacy
that the Uml\/er‘sﬂry does not imfend fo participate
in. but more than that they allow for a lifestyle to
be Ived that the University sees as unacceptable.”

The point of making this request was not to
target amgbodg,“ says Sweet. The issue tryng to
be governed over in the waiver is about conduct,
not about oriemtation or identification. | think of i+
much the same way as premarital sex. Premar-
ital sex is not permitted whie you attend NNU
because that is what the school adheres to based
on the principles of the Church of the Nazarere.
In much the same way, NNU does not permit any
sexual cortact outside of heterosexual marmage'
or any actons that go against the - iving out and
singularly promoting the God-given gift of gender
dentity,” accordng to the Student Lifestyle Cov-
enant. Dr. Sweet points out that, since NNU 1s an
arm of the Nazarene Church, "As a whole, the
University has the right o say that you can'+
act in a certan lifestyle. much like with alcohol or
premarital sex.’

However. Dr. Sweet wants to make it very clear
that much has not changed. Absolutely no sexu-
al harassment or sexual misconduct is permitted
here at NNU. In the granting of the religious ex-
emptions requested by Dr. Alexander, the Assistant
Secretary for Cwvil Rights wrote, "Please note that
this letter should not be construed to grant ex-
emption from the requirements of Title IX and the
regulation other than as stated above.” NNU s stil
held to Title IX in any way regarding +the discrimi-
nation of persons, but NNU is freed from providing



certan knds of accommeodations that otherwise
would be required if this was not a religious INst-
tution. Sweet elaborates, People hear the word
"discrimination” and think that they will be treated
differently n the classroom, and that' s not what
it means. t doesn’ + matter how you iderhfy, your
dignity as a person Is protected’

At the end of our interview, Dr. Sweet posed an
important question fo me that oug At now to be
relayed back to you. “What exactly does tolerance
lock like? Where are the lnes between accept-
Ng or denyng orientation, identification, and life-
style conduct? When decisions are fo be made, N
the end it cormmes down 1o the Nazarere Church's
view on these things. If a change Is to be made at
NNU along these Ines, a change in the Nazarene
Church as a whole would have to occur.

WHO WILL REPLACE SCALIA?

On Saturday. February 13th, Supreme Court Jus-
tice Antonin Scalia ded n Texas. Justice Scalia was
nominated in 1986 by Ronald Reagan, and was one
of the conservative members of the bench. With
Scalia' s death, the bench now has only eight mem-
bers, and is split evenly between the Conservative
and Liberal blocs. This means that n the upcom-
ing months, and even info 2017 depending on the
political climate. major decisions cn abortion, labor
unions, and immigration could end N a 4-4 decision.

Justice Scalia's death immediately triggered
a political battle between Democrats and Republi-

cans on whether or not President Obama, a lame
duck (in the final period of office) president, should
nominate another Justice. Republicans argue that,
because It s an election year. the voters should
have a say in whether a conservative or lberal s
romnated fo the bench, and so President Obama
should not nominate & replacement justice.

As a brief history lesson on how the process
works, when a spot is open on the bench. a Presi-
dent nominates a replacerment, who then must be
confirmed by a simple majority (51%) N the Sen-
ate. Right now. there are 54 Republican members
n the Senate, with the other 46 being Democrats
or Independents who affiliate with the Dermocratic
party. This means that n order for a mew jus-
tice to be placed on the Bench. the predominant-
Iy conservative Senate must approve of President
Obarma’ s nominee. The seat will remain open unti

this happerss.

About an hour after the news of Justfice Sca-
lia's death was released, Senate Majority Leader
Mitch McCornell released a staterment saying that
the Senate should not confirm a replacement for
Justice Scalia while President Obamma was in office.
President Obarma, n lne with his party, has said
that he plans to fulfil his constitutional responsibil-
ity and nominate a replacement justice. wWhether
his normination Mmakes i+ Jrhr‘ough a Republican con-
trolled Senate 1s still to ba seen.

The issue even made It fo the stage of the Re-
publican Primary Debate held the nig ht of the 13th.
Candidates seemed to be N agreeance that, while
it was President Obama’ s rig At to nominate a re-
p\acemerﬁr Justice, it was also the Senate’ s rig ht
to refuse such a nominee.

Expectations are rising for if. when, and who
President Obama will nominate to replace Justice
Scalia’ s place on the Suprerme Court, and anticpa-
tion i1s even hire of whether or not the nominee
will be confirmed.

Accordng to the Project on Student Debt, the
average amount of student debt in Ideho last
year was $26.000. The average for NNU students
specifically was just above that number, and 76%
of us Crusaders are graduating with sorme form
of student debt. That beng said, the (ollege Board
recorded the average cost of tuition and fees at
private colleges n the US for this school year to
be $32,405. The average cost for state residents
at public universities is $9.410.

Many of us will graduate from NNU this Spring
and begin to look for jobs or apply to graduate
schools. We will move to new places, take on new
responshbility, and settle nto the next chapter of
our Iives. With us we bring the burden of student
loans, some which have been accruing nterest
for the duration of those four wonderful years
spent at NNU. Students moving cnto doctoral
programs will take on more debt, and US News
clarns grads wil owe an average of $57.600 by the
time they re done.

. Seniors graduating high school can choose
To attend a private or public 4-year unversity or
pursue that same degree at a community col-
lege usually with a much smaller price tag. Many
students are also choosing to enter the work-
force or attend a trade schocl In order o pursue
a specific occupation. The number of high schicol
students moving onto co\le%e rose regularly for
decades, but according to the NY Times, that fig-
ure is declning. A quick Google search wil reflect
prices for private school turtion pretty high. To
namea a few, Turtion alone at NNU is listed at $28k,
Seattle Pacific 1s listed at $36k, Azusa Pacific 334k,
and Pomt Loma at $32k. Price tags at public uni-

versities are about half the price. ' s not hard to
believe that many students are sayng No, thanks!
to a private education. Before we all transfer to
BSU, consider that there might be an entire vari-
able missing here. What is Google not teling us?
s there more to the picture than price tags and
Fafsa applications?

While high tuition expenses are easly the
biggest con o attending a private university,
there are certanly many pros. In fact, you mig ht
find that in many cases, the benefits of private
schoal are worth the extra dough. Private uni-
versities are each Ntensely unigue, from their
mission statements to ther curriculum, to +he
carefully culivated academic erwironment. First
of all, private universities are usually more dedi-
cated to academic excellence. Snce students pay
more fo attend these schools, they tend fo be
more motvated to be successful in ther aca-
dermic pursuits. This truly lends itself to an deal
learning environment. Many private schocls also
require students to gan knowledge in areas that
are supplemental to their classrocom experiences.
NNU, for example, requires students fo explore
cultures other than ther own.

Close-knt communities also commonly char-
acterize private universities. These schools gen-
eraly have a higher percentage of students that
particpate in school activities and events, and
they also see higher levels of student involve-
ment in the classroom because class sizes tend
to be so much smaller. With that smaller class
size comes a smaller faculty-student ratio, which
then lends itself back to the closeness of the
community, Speaking of professors, SChoiaPsh\ps.



cormn echos what many other sources have sug-
gested, which is that private school faculty tend
to be more loyal to the school at which they
teach, and are thus more dedicated To involving
thermselves and seeing ther students succeed.

Lastly, though the price tag is ntimidatrg at a
school like NNU, most private schools offer these
great IIttle gifts called merit scholarships. When
a student with a high GPA and excellent test
scores shows imterest N a private unversrty, that
university N turn becomes motivated to get that
student fo attend. The student s usually offered
scholarship from that specific uriversity based on
a GPA and test score scale. These scholarshps
are not usually taken info consideration when
looking iNto tuition costs. That is to say, even If
the reasons listed above aren’ t enougn o work
n favor of a private education, private schocls ar-
en’ T as expensive as they appear If the applicart
Is a motvated student.

When all' s sad and done. there will always be
two sides to the debate about whether or not
private school is worth the money. As students
that attend a private unversity, however, we 9e+
to enjoy the benefits of this community. As we
soak up the opportunities avalable to us here at
NNU, it s important that we remermber just what
we are payng for - and that's far more than
Juer an undergraduate degree.
