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The Contrasts of Tragedy

The Lord Jesus the same night in which he ivas betrayed took bread (I Cor. 11:23).

The stage has been set lor the world's darkest
tragedy. Only two players are considered. One
has_ rehearsed his part until he knows it by heart,
while the other has known all I'roin the beginning.
As the play berf;ms and as it ends, only these two
are conscious of the contrasts of the tragedy—Jesus
and Judas Iscariot.

The contrast of grace with sin. The betrayal
of Jesus by Judas cannot be traced to a single act,
but a series of acts climaxing in the kiss given in
the garden. Jesus had watched Judas from the
moment the thought had first entered his heart
until ‘he made the decision as to what he would
do, Jesus traced the course of the betrayal in the
evil heart of Judas much as a physician traces
the course of a deadly disease. He watched as the
fever rose to a burning flame. The lips of Judas
had spoken the words of betrayal. Jesus had seen
the shifty %Iances of the eyes and the sullen anger
of his heart. All that i ugI?/, hideous, and pitiless
in sin sat down with Him <af the least. Jesus might
have turned aside to expose him with withering
rebukes, but as the hand of the betrayer dipped in
the same dish with Him, He set up the sacrament
for sinful men.

It 15 the most execrated of
crimes and the most difficult to forgive, The
man whom you find it most difficult to forgive,
whose name’ recalls a deed of falsehood, is the
man whose words were fair, but whose actions
were secretly base. The goslo_els deplore the deed
of the traitor. The Evangelists never once men-
tion the name of Judas with compassion. To the
Gospel writers he is always “Judas Iscariot,” which
also betrayed Him,

Paid s not_smW talking about a contrast
between a persistent treachery and the absence of
resentment,  but between that treachery and a
persistent faithfulness. The night of His betrayal
was not only the hour of His patience hut of Hs
noblest loyalty. Without a word escaping- Hs
lips, in faithfulness He went to the cross to be
betrayed. “The Lord Jesus the same night in
which he was betrayed took bread.”

The contrast of love with hate. At this point
the contrasts reach their deepest. As . Paul
thought concerning Jesus, he was not so much
stirred by His wisdom, endurance, nor His sin-
lessness: it was His love that caanated the apostle.
Love that passed knowledge; love that compelled
him with its resistless force: love that had not been
stayed by his own years of sin! Paul seldom spoke
of this, fove without seeing the heavens open. On
this night when the shadows had lengthened to
their limit, he saw love contrasted with hate, loe
baffled by hate.

When we read that it was on the night that He
was betraved that 1lis grace triumphed over sin
His faithfulness over treachery, and His love ower
hate, we can take new hearf and fresh comfort
1 in coining to the table we find dlsloyaItY_of
heart, a spirit of alienation, or the lurking entice-
ment ol evil, we can in that moment yield our-
selves hto Him whose love not even bellaval could

It has ever been thus. Two hundred years ago
John Wesley was busily engaged in his evangelistic
work and continued active to the day of his death,
at eightv-eight. When he was eighty-five he drove
a long distance and preached four times one day.
At eighty-seven, the year before his death, he noted
in his diary: “I finished my sermon on the “Wed-
ding Garments,’ perhaps the last that | shall write.”
With one foot in the grave, this old preacher wes
making a new sermon” Here we have the secret
of the “alertness, in mind and spirit, of those who
continue effective servants of God “e’en clown to
old age": they have never departed from the studi-
ous habits of their youth, and have been careful
to cultivate the spiritual life. In a pocket diary,
which Wesley aIwaYs carried with him, we fing
these words: ™I resolve to devote an hour morming
and evening to private prayer; no pretence or ex-
cuse whatsoever." o the Bible, he called him-
self “a man of one Book."

Not all old men—ministers or laymen—are noted
for bringing forth fruit in old age.” Why? Perhaps
there is an answer, in part, in one of Bishop
William F. McDowell’s lectures on i)reachln . This
Methodist bishop delivered the l.yman Beecher
Lectures on Preaching at Yale University, in 1917,
In his lecture on the “Ministry of Rescue”—what
we would call evangelism today—he said, in part:

“Keep at it. Make a vow never to cease this
effort while you are in the ministry. Men are al-
ways urging me to deal faithfully with young men,
ang this is well. But youth i5 not our tragedy.
Mid-life and old af\;e furnish the occasion for our
chief concern. Youth has enthusiasm and hope, It
has not become cautious and doubtful. It feels
that it must have seals to its mllnlstrr and goes out
to get them. But when vouth is past, a new spirit,
not” alwavs a better one, comes. We preach abler
sermons, make fewer mistakes, and win fewer souls.
We remember the glories of an earlier m|n|str¥,
but do not look for any burning bushes, or gush-
ing rocks, or cloven tongues, or rushing mighty
winds any more. And we reach the deadling by
becoming dead men. But in this matter of per-
suading ‘men our strength should increase from
Year to vear. At thirty we ought to do it well; at
orty we ought to be showing real signs of promise;
at lil'tv promise should be reasonably assured; at
sixty we ought to be well-nigh irreSistible; from
seventy on no one should be able to stand up
against our Christlike power to persuade younq
and old. This will insure a ministry whose le
shall not wither and whose fruitfulness shall not
cease. Be concerned, therefore, not only for the
days of your youth, but for those other daYs that
surfilhv draw near when no one has any pleasure
in them.

ut what he was trying to do was to give courage
to his people and to keep up their spirit and mo-

Little Talks on the Holy Spirit:

8. The Holy Spirit and the Birth of Jesus

So far we have dealt chiefly with the Holy Spirit’s
work in the Old Testament, or under the dispensa-
tion of the Father; now we move ou to the dispensa-
tion of the Son. Here we find the Holy Ghost
very active, Matthew says: “Now the birth of Jesus
was on this wise: When as his mother Mary was
espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she
was found with child of the H'OIY Ghost.  Then
Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not
willing to make her_a,loubllck example, was minded
to put her away privily. But while he thought on
these thmgs, behold, “the angel of the Lord ap-
peared unfo him in a dream, saying, Joseph, thou
son of David, fear not to take unto thee Mary thy
wife: for that which is conceived in her is of the
Holy Ghost™ (1:18-20).

Luke tells us this storﬁ in much more detail, a
follows: “And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel



was sent from God unto a city of Galilee, named
Nazareth, to a virgin espoused to a man whose
name was Joseph, of the house of David; and the
virgin’s name was_Mary. And the angel came in
unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art h|gnhly
favoured, the Lord is with thee: blessed art thou
amon? women. And when she saw him, she was
troubled at his saying, and cast in her mind what
manner of salutation this should be. And the
angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast
found favour with God. And, behold, thou shalt
conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and
shalt call his name JESUS. He Shall be great, and
shall be called the Son of the Highest:” and the
Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his

father David: and he shall reign over the house
of Jacob for_ever; and of his kingdom there shall
be no end. Then said Mary unto the angel, How
shall this be, seeing I know not a man? "And the
angel answered and said unto her, The Holy
Ghost_shall come upon thee, and the power of
the Highest shall overshadow thee: therefore also
that holy thing which shall be horn of thee shall
be called the Son of God” (1:26-35).

The climax of this announcement of the birth of
Jesus to Mary is found in verse 35 where we are
told, with considerable emphasis, that the Holy
Ghost shall be the cause of this conception. The
Third Person of the Trinity had a major part to
Blay in the birth of Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ was

orn of a virgin, through the supernatural inter-

vention of God
Holy
lowed the natural pattern, but certainly not the
conception. Jesus had no_Father except the Holy
Ghost; He was born of a virgin, that is, without any
human father. Because of the part the Holy Ghost
had in the birth of Jesus, He was horn sinless.

When | say this, | do not mean what some claim,
that the hereditary nature of sin is passed on
through the father: 1 mean that the Holy Ghost
was there, and that He not O'MY intervened in
making the birth possible; He intervened also in
making it possible for that One who was horn to
be without inbred, or inherited, sin, even though
He was born of a mother who had a fallen nature,
Here again is the manifestation of the supernatural
in behalf of Jesus; and it was, | believe, on the
part of the Holy Ghost AUSt as the conception was.

It might also be added that the Holy Ghost
was not only active in the conception of Jesus; He
was busy in behalf of those who were associated

by means of the person of the

Ghost. The™ birth, someone has said, fol-

with Mary at the time of Jesus’ conception and
birth. In"speaking of John the Baptist, who was
to be born of Zacharias and Elisabeth, Luke says
“For he shall be great in the 5|?ht of the Lord, and
shall drink neither wine nor s ron? drink; and he
shall be filled with the HoIP]/_Ghos, even from his
mother’s womb” (1:15). This one, who was to be
the forerunner of Jesus and was born of Elisabeth
(a cousin of Mar){) and Zacharias, was especially
blessed b){ the Floly Ghost—he was to be born
“filled with the Holy Ghost.” How could this be?
One of the best anSwers to this question is that
the Holy Ghost intervened and sanctified John
by the baptism with the Holy Ghost when he was
born. He was not born without sin, as Jesus was,
but rather he was cleansed from the sin which he
had inherited from his parents when he was born.
No one knows for sure just why this was done.
However, it was fitting that the forerunner of Jesus
should have this unusual start in life. We_ must
not lose sight of the fact that we worship a miracle-
working God.

In this connection it should be mentioned that
as to Elisabeth, the mother of John the Baptist, we
have the words: “And it came to pass, that when
Elisabeth heard the salutation of Mary, the babe
leaped in her womb: and Elisabeth was filled with
the Holy Ghost.” This started Elisabeth to singing,
and she had no more than finished when Mary be-
gan to magnify the Lord in even a greater Spirit
of song. Even Zacharias, the father of John the
Baptist, was not ignored by the Hollx{] Ghost, for
the Word says, He “was filled with the Holy
Ghost, and prophesied, saylng”; and his prophecy
was a great song of victory'and promise, and it was
{ans(?rlmrehdim()f course by the Holy Ghost, who came

And the end is not yet! When they brought, Jesus
to the Temple to preSent Him to the Lord, Simeon
was there, and the Holy Ghost was upon him. “And,
behold, there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name
was Simeon; and the same man was just and de-
vout, waiting for the consolation of  Israel: and
the Holy Ghost was uloon him. And it was revealed
unto him by the Holy Ghost, that lie should not
see death, before he had seen the Lord’s Christ,
And he came by the Sﬂm_t into the temple: and

REMEMBER
LOT'S WIFE?

Jesus exhorted His hearers, “Remember Lot’s
wife” (Luke 17:32). These words were part of
a message which Jesus was giving concerning His
return fo reward His elect and to mete judgment
to the wicked.

But why single this woman out when the Scrip-

tures tell of Ruth, Hannah, Mary, and many others
too numerous to name? Were not their lives more
beautiful and devoted to God and His holiness?

There are lessons to be learned to aK }{ re
membering Lot’s wife. For one thing, she had lived
for many years in close contact with"Abraham, She
had seen Abraham’s altars; she had seen him in
his worship of God, and she had heard his_ prayers.

She had heard Abrahams’ instructions to his house-
hold in the principles of righteousness and holi-

ness. Piers had been a great opportunity to learn
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to trust in God and turned his back upon the
sword and the Sé)ear—wctory was assured!

‘What if he had faltered when King Saul offered
him the use of his own armor? David was only a
