Further­
more, some ardent advocates have been wise beyond what is written. 
Passing lime having proved them wrong, their excuses have resulted in 
a discount upon the teaching that Christ will come again.

Nevertheless, we have the promise of His coining. It was spoken

by the prophets long before His first advent. Isaiah saw the Messiah 
coming as the mighty Conqueror of all His enemies. At the Ascension 
attending angels declared, “T his  same Jesus, . . . shall so come in like 
manner as ye have seen him go into heaven.” T h e  apostles, Paul, Peter, 
John, James, and Jude, agree at this point more clearly than any other. 
Furthermore, the Church in all ages has with one voice expressed the 
“blessed hope.” T h e  climax is reached in Jesus' own word to His sor­
rowful disciples, “I will come again.”

Several important developments are contingent upon His coming. 
There will be the resurrection of those who have died in the faith. 
They, with those who are alive at His coming, will meet the Lord. T h e  
Judgment with its rewards and punishments will take place. All the 
creation will be redeemed from the curse. “We, . . . look for new 
heavens and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness.” Amid the 
restoration glory Christ will be the supreme Ruler. “Of the increase 
of his government and peace there shall be no end.”

Peter suggests the reason for the delay in the fulfillment of the 
promise. He said, “T h e  Lord is not slack concerning his promise, . . . 
but is longsuffering . . . not willing that any should perish, but that all 
should come to repentance.” T h e  delay is that more of the lost may 
repent and be saved. T h e  period of His tarrying is not for indulgence 
but for vigilance in self-discipline and diligence in seeking to lead others 
to the Saviour.

SANCTIFIED MOTIVES

In explaining the doctrine of Chris­
tian perfection we always explain (and 
rightfully so) that this experience docs 
not raise one beyond mistakes and er­
rors of judgment. W e usually end by 
saying that we are not talking about 
Adamic nor angelic perfection, but 
Christian perfection.

As a result of our carefulness to make 
clear that which sanctification does not 
do. we often leave a loophole through 
which the opponents of this doctrine 
squeeze. W e are often told bv the pro­
ponents of “sin every dav” religion that 
the difference between their doctrine 
and ours is that what they call sins we 
call mistakes.

No doubt, there have been some un­
holy people in the holiness ranks who 
have used “m istake” as a crutch for their 
consciences when they have committed 
acts of sin. Actually, however, there 
is a great gulf fixed between “sins” and 
“mistakes” which makes it impossible 
for one who commits the act to be de­
ceived. That gulf is so wide that it is 
as absurd to think that one could cross 
it unknowingly as that one could stum­
ble over the Grand Canyon and not 
notice it. T h a t gulf is called “motive.” 

Motive is the unseen fellow who talks 
us into doing the particular act. Of 
course there are good and had motives. 
W hether or not an act is a sin is de­
termined by the kind of motive which 
prompts the act. Many of us have been 
motivated by love to do an act of kind­
ness. only to find that the intended 
benefactor took the act as an insult. The 
ac t may even look like a sin to an ob­
server but it is the motive that makes 
the difference. It is seldom right to 
judge the motives of others, and always 
wrong to do so publicly. The one who 
commits the act, however, cannot be de­
ceived.

I cannot judge motives and be con­
sistent. but 1 can see effects. It is clear 
that the effect of classifying mistakes 
and errors of judgment as sin is to take 
the sharp edge off the word sin. The 
result is that it does not cut when ap­
plied to acts which are motivated by 
selfish wickedness.

Sanctification does not eliminate mis­
takes but it does purify the heart and 
also the motives.

High Lights from the Reports to

THE GENERAL BOARD
T h e  General Board of the Church of the Naza- 

rene met in annual session in Kansas City, Mis­
souri, January II to 14. T o  this meeting reports 
on the various phases of our work were made. Here 
are some excerpts from these reports:

General Secretary, Dr. S. T. Ludwig
T here  are now 4,435 Nazarene churches in the 

United States, Canada and the British Isles, and 
overseas home-mission churches. This  is a net gain 
during 195(5 ol 109. T h e  total membership of our 
church in these areas at present is 287,8(5(5, or a net 
gain of 8,031 during 195(5, or 2.8 per cent. T h e  
value or grand total of all properties, domestic and 
foreign, is $159,520,222.00, or an increase of $18,-
654.331.00 during 195(5. During 195(5, 114 new 
churches were organized.

General Treasurer, Dr. John Stockton
During the past fiscal year, a total of S3,957,- 

075.41 was received, as over against S3,.3 12,445.81 
during the preceding fiscal year.

Foreign Missions, Dr. Remiss Rehfeldt
" T h e  African Council minutes contained an item 

which should also receive your attention. A cru­
sade of personal sotd winning has resulted in a sub­
stantial increase in membership during the past 
year. T h e  council secretary, Rev. II. k .  Bedwell, 
writes: ‘T h e  high light of the various reports of 
progress was the thrilling news that instead of 1,000 
(this was their goal) to be added to the African 

c hurch in the 1955-5(5 council year, 1,850 had been 
gained, bringing our total membership on the field 
to just over 10,000.’ ”

In the paragraph, "Look at the Facts,” in the 
Foreign Missions report, we are given these figures: 
“Our people gave S I 29.94 per capita for all pur­
poses. Of this amount, $8.15 per year or fifteen 
cents per week was given for foreign missions, in­
cluding General Budget income and specials. Our
280.000 Nazarenes gave $2,279,338.00 for foreign 
missions. Seventh-Day Adventists number 300,000; 
they gave $9,912,552.00 for foreign missions and 
supported 1,272 missionaries, as compared with our 
staff of 3-17. T h e  Adventists gave $35.52 per capita; 
we gave $8.12 per capita. For every dollar we gave 
per capita, they gave $4.44 per capita for foreign 
missions. Much of their money is raised outside

their own congregations, but they raised it. T h e  
fact remains that they had the initiative to raise 
this amount. Of Southern Baptists, Dr. R . C. Camp­
bell said: ‘Our churches are apathetic in this high 
hour of destiny. They  must be awakened. We must 
blaze highways where paths have never run. We 
must produce a type of Christianity to which diffi­
culties are an incentive and danger and sacrifice 
are challenges.’ It  is true that ‘our efforts have 
been but gestures.’ We must formulate a program 
‘extensive enough to reach everyone, militant 
enough to challenge everyone, and spiritual enough 
to save and bless everyone.’ Dr. M. T .  Rankin has 
said, ‘Our nation is an island of plenty in an ocean 
of starvation.’ ”

Home Missions and Church Extension, 
Dr. Roy F. Smee

“We h ave been challenged again to organize
1,000 new churches this quadrennium. This  is no 
small task, but I am optimistic about our prospects. 
T h e  final figure on churches organized last quad­
rennium was G77. While this was 31 less than the1 
number actually organized the previous quadren­
nium, the more significant fact is that our net gain 
was larger. This  means to me that we are more 
careful in the planning of new churches to give 
them the start that will keep them going. . . . Our 
home missionary task is never completed. Some 
might think that because we have organized 1,385 
churches during the past two quadrennia we should 
slow down until we have caught our breath. Such 
an attitude would be looking at figures instead of 
looking at people who need the gospel. Our popu­
lation is on the increase and on the move. Our 
cities are growing, new suburban developments are 
springing up almost daily. If  we are to keep Amer­
ica from going pagan, we must evangelize, and our 
chief means of reaching these people is to go where 
they are through home missions.”

T h e  theme of the Home Missions Department for 
this quadrennium is “Every Church Flelp Start a 
Church.”

For our “Overseas Areas" Dr. Smee reports: “T h e  
expansion of the church in our overseas district 
under the supervision of the Board of General 
Superintendents continues to be a thrilling story 
of home missionary pioneering. T h e  task is not 
easy, but God has blessed the zeal and labors of 
our wonderful Nazarenes around the world. A 
year ago we reported 1,175 members in our over­
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seas fields. We now have a total of 1,491 Nazarenes 
in 51 churches and an average Sunday-school at­
tendance of over 3,000. T h e  membership gain is 
26.9 per cent, a challenge to every district here at 
home.”

In the same report under “T h e  Division of 
Church Extension” we have these interesting 
figures: “On December 15, 1956, the General 
Church Loan Fund reached a total of $357,324.08. 
W hen the short-term funds are added in, the grand 
total of church extension loan funds amounts to 
$620,162.85. This  total figure may be compared 
to $305,234.91 a year ago and $204,000.00 two years 
ago, before the General Church Loan Fund was 
started.”

Department of Evangelism, Dr. V. H. Lewis
This department, in accordance with the quad­

rennial report of the Board of General Superin­
tendents, urges that every district superintendent 
“plan a Crusade for Souls Conference of at least 
one day on every zone on his district with a special 
view of reaching the laymen with the inspiration 
and challenge for this work.” Along with this, there 
will be emphasis on mass evangelism and methods 
for helping our commissioned evangelists in their 
work. One feature in this objective is the plan for 
a Conference on Evangelism, January 6 to 8, 1958, 
in Kansas City. Further, this department purposes 
to do everything it can to increase the attendance 
and effectiveness of the Sunday night service. Dr. 
Lewis says, “We must not become a ‘Sunday morn­
ing’ church!” In closing his report, the executive 
secretary of this department calls attention to a 
portion of the report of the general superinten­
dents to the last General Assembly:

“T o  be worthy of our heritage and to justify our 
existence, we must carry forward a program of 
Pentecostal evangelism. Visitation and mass evan­
gelism must be practiced in every church. We must 
give to our posterity a revival church which will 
frequently witness a breaking forth of God like 
‘streams in the desert.’ It  is ours to cast up a high­
way for our God which shall be known as the ‘way 
of holiness.’ We exist for a threefold purpose. T h e  
first is to evangelize. T h e  second is to evangelize. 
T h e  third is to evangelize. This  work will not be 
done until the last man on earth has heard that 
Jesus Christ died to save him from all sin. Our 
genius is holiness evangelism.”

Ministerial Benevolence, Rev. Dean Wessels
“On December 18, 1956, we were granting a 

monthly allowance to 506 individuals—325 elders 
and 181 widows.” This  is a wonderful service. 
T here was a balance in this fund (October 31, 
1956) of $1,829,863.86. However, we must not give 
this balance without presenting this paragraph 
from the report: “While our balance seems to be 
growing, it must be pointed out that an actuarial

study of those presently on our rolls and at their 
monthly benefit rates gives us an actuarial figure 
of nearly $4,000,000.00 and we have less than one- 
half in our balance to meet this potential liability. 
Also, we are now insuring our ministers for a total 
of more than $1,000,000.00. An adequate reserve 
must be set up to meet these potential obligations. 
In addition to this known potential liability of 
$4,000,000.00, anticipated additions to the benevo­
lent roll, increases in insurance premiums, and in­
creased monthly benefits to those now on the roll 
will increase this potential liability by several mil­
lion dollars.” We must continue to build up our 
Nazarene Ministers Benevolent Fund.

Department of Publication, 

Dr. M . Lunn, Executive Secretary
T h e  Nazarene Publishing House is “T he Service 

Institution of the Church,” and at the close of the 
first six months of the current fiscal period (May 1 
to October 31, 1956), the gross sales totaled $1,349,-
333.00. For the same period 1955-56, the total was 
$1,180,146.6-1—an increase of $169,187.35. These 
figures indicate in a very concrete way the progress 
which the Nazarene Publishing House is making. 
T h e  report was brief because a complete detailed 
report was given at the General Assembly last June.

Department of Education, Dr. S. T. Ludwig
T h e  total enrollment in all of our educational 

institutions for the first semester of 1956-57 was 
4,876. T h e  total property valuation of our schools 
is $9,370,270.00. Against this there is an indebted­
ness of only $1,312,023.00 T h e  total income from all 
sources was $3,344,509.00. “Several of our colleges 
are in the process of erecting buildings or in prepa­
ration for doing the same. Canadian Nazarene 
College will complete its combination camp- 
meeting tabernacle and gymnasium. Bethany Naza­
rene College is in a campaign this month to raise 
$300,000.00 in Oklahoma City for the erection of a 
new library. All of our colleges are looking forward 
to expanded facilities which will be needed to house 
the growing student bodies coming to our educa­
tional institutions. Nazarene Theological Seminary 
has had a healthy increase in student enrollment 
this year. T h e  addition of one full-time faculty 
member to their excellent staff has greatly strength­
ened the services the faculty and administration 
can render in the student counseling program and 
supervision of student ministerial work. Dr. Corlett 
is to be commended for his vision and purpose in 
giving to the church a strong training program for 
our ministers and missionaries—one that is true to 
the Bible and to the distinctively holiness witness 
we have in today’s world. This  year the Depart­
ment of Education will sponsor the sixth Educa­
tional Conference. It will be held on the campus
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ol Olivet Nazarene College early in October. Fur­
thermore, the Council ol Education is sponsoring a 
faculty workshop which will be ol more than ordi­
nary significance to the present and future program 
of our colleges.”

Department of Church Schools, Dr. /I. F. Harper
T h e  increases in enrollment and average attend­

ance in the Sunday school were not what they 
have been, ft is not easy to set forth all the reasons 
for this reaction to the unusual progress which our 
Sunday schools have been making, in  spite of the 
fact that the causes for this decrease in the progress 
we have been making are baffling. Dr. Harper says: 
“We face the future determined with our people 
everywhere to Pray More—T each  More—Win 
More.’ (1) T h e  losses of 1051) have stirred district 
and local leaders to renewed effort in the year 
ahead. (2) We are holding a series of conferences 
with individual district church school boards across 
the church to look at their district opportunities 
with them and to try to devise better ways to reach 
more people. (.'!) We are preparing printed ma­
terials to help our workers realize that enrollment 
is a way to win new pupils rather than merely 
counting them after they become regular attend­
ants. (1) We shall renew our drive in the summer 
of '57 to reach thousands more for the Sunda\ 
school through V.15.S. contacts. (5) W e count 
heavily on our 'Every Family Find a Family' proj­
ect to reach thousands of new people for the Sunday 
school and the church.

" T h e  church schools raised for all purposes 
S2,71 3,997.00, an increase of SI 1 ,‘i,005.00. Sixty-six 
per cent of this money was spent for local Sunday- 
school expense. T h e  remaining S927.910.00 was 
given to support other parts of the church—S51(»,-
802.00 locally, S200.088.00 on the districts, and
5210.970.00 for general interests." Our Sunday- 
school literature is Mill serving the wonderful place 
which it has served across the years. Improvements 
are constantly being made, and increases in the 
number of periodicals sold are noticeable in most 
instances.

“Sunday-school  e\]angel i sin . In line with plans 
projected last year the staff has given special at­
tention to strengthening the evangelistic emphasis 
in our Church School program. (I) Miss M an 
Latham has been giving added time to help sharpen 
and make specific the evangelistic impact of our 
literature, especially for the younger agc-groups. 
(2) W hen the re is a special series of evangelistic 

lessons, teachers are urged to contact pastors. 
Pastors are in turn alerted to these series through 
special announcements in the X az arr ne  Pastor,  
thus making possible a maximum co-ordinated 
evangelistic effort in the local church, (,‘i) We 
have introduced a new Christian Service Training 
Course, ‘Evangelism in the Sunday School.' In this

we are temporarily using an outside book but have 
a text by a Nazarene author under assignment. 
(I) In all ol our new age-group teacher training 
texts one chapter is devoted to emphasizing the 
soul-winning part of the Sunday-school teacher’s 
work.

“ In the lout tli cpiarter of 195fi we dropped the 
regular Uniform Lessons for young people and 
adults and used again a special holiness series, 
as was done in 1951. T h e  project seems to have 
met with enthusiastic approval. There have been 
a good many heart-warming reports of people who 
have been convicted for and have found the ex­
perience of entire sanctification at local church 
altars as a direct result of these lesson studies. T h e  
series was significantly strengthened over 1951 by 
the inclusion of extra resources for the teachers. 
T h e  Publishing House provided sixteen extra pages
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ill the B ible School Journal, and Mr. W olf gathered 
some of the richest holiness materials in print to 
give teachers four extra pages of help for each 
of the lessons.”

N.Y.P.S., Rev. Ponder W. Gilliland
“With an increase of 70 societies, and 726 in 

membership, we now have a total of 3,512 societies 
and 89,24!) members. W ith the addition ol f>13 
societies and 9,061 members on foreign fields, we 
have a grand total of ‘5,789 societies and 98,.110 
members." T h e  young people's societies raised 
something over one-hall million dollars during 
the past year, and half of that went for others. 
“Conquest has enjoyed the largest subscription in­
crease of any year in its history, with a total av­
erage subscription list of .“1,699, and a current 
subscription list of 32.073 for a 10 per cent gain. 
T h e  Jou rn al and T een  Topics  continue to serve 
effectively in the program area with a subscription 
list of 8,170 and 3,065 respectively. . . . With the 
exception of only three, all of our districts now 
have youth institutes. Lasl summer our institute 
registration was 8,685, and approximately *5,752 
seekers received spiritual help at the altars. . . . 
T h e  objectives of our society are to help our mem­
bers to grow in Christian experience and character, 
to instruct in the Bible and the doctrines of the 
church, and to be used of God to win others to 
Christ. T o  these objectives we pledge our all."

N.F.M.S., M rs. Louise R. Chapman
“T h e  statistical report for 1956 shows a net gain 

in membership of 5,419, bringing the total to 
125,891 (not including mission field districts), or 
43.7 per cent of the church membership.” During 
the year 1955-56, the N T.M .S. raised for all pur­
poses S I ,596,022.38, an increase over the previous 
year of S I 33,755.44.

Alter pointing out some of the problems and 
difficulties confronting the world today, Mrs. Chap­
man gives us these words: "W hat is our answer 
in the lace of all these black storm clouds and 
threatenings? T h e  final outcome of individual 
cases wc may not know but this wc do know, the 
gospel of Jesus Christ is the only  answer to the 
world's needs.

This means 
solid progress in the foreign mission­
ary program of the church.

"Wc now have twenty-four full-time chaplains. 

Tlu-y are divided as follows: ten in the' army, six 
in the air force, seven in the navy, and one in the 
Veterans’ Administration. Chaplain Robert Schap- 
pel and Chaplain C. Gerald Causey were our two 
new chaplains to enter the arniv this year. Chap­
lain Claude Steele was the onlv one released. 
Fourteen of our chaplains are stationed in the
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States, two in Germany, two in Japan, one in 
l iana.1, one in Alaska, one on hoard ship, two 
are transport chaplains, and one is in Chaplains’ 
School. We have more than 600 post pastors 
serving our men in nearby bases. An increasing 
number of our pastors are applying to serve as 
local chaplains of Civilian Air Patrol, National 
Guard, the Auxiliary and Reserve. Others should 
be encouraged to offer their services in ihese 
capacities.

" The number one problem today concerning 
military lile is not the single serviceman, but the 
young service family who moves with husband and 
lather from base to base. . . . Your Servicemen's 
Commission has recently been alerted to this prob­
lem, and we are planning to give intensive study 
this year as to how the Church of the Nazarene 
can serve its service families so that they are not 
lost to the church. . . . Second only to this need 
is that of creating a new conscience among our 
people (and our pastors more especially) for these 
young people from their churches who enter the 
service. W hen they care enough to inform our 
office immediately, and to follow with frequent 
letters and remembrances wherever their young 
people go, then we will have created ihc clim atr  
o f  caring. T h is  is the climate that will encourage 
lonely hearts, strengthen tics, fortify against temp­
tation, and signal high hopes for the future.”

Christian Service Training, Dr. Kenneth S. Rice
"T h is  past year has been our best year in the 

history of the Christian Service Training work. 
T h is  conclusion is based on the facts of (1) an 
expanded program, (2) an increased interest in 
training, and (3) new records established in the 
number of classes held and the number of credits 
earned.” T h e  work of this department of our 
church activities is greatly increasing, with added 
interest in the p.m. (raining, the g.-jO a.m.
training, as well as the basic training p ro ­
gram  and the institute t r a i n i n g .  Here is 
another significant paragraph from the report: 
“W e are faced with the staggering facts—that over
200,000 Nazarenes are assuming little or no re­
sponsibility to reach the lost for Christ through 
the regular church organizations; that in the past 
eight years we have lost over 97,000 church mem­
bers for other reasons than death: that Nazarenes 
busily engaged in Christian service do not just 
drop out or jo in  another church; that people do 
what they believe; that evidently many of out 
people do not believe they arc saved to save others; 
and that we enroll ten in Sunday school for every 
worker we have. These facts make it imperative 
that we launch an all-out drive to train Nazarenes 
for Christian service. T h is  challenge has begun to 
take rootage in some areas of our great church. 
. . . T h e  future of C.S.T. is as bright as our vision

of the place of study and discussion in molding 
thought, motivating human behavior, and forming 
habits of Christian living. We have evangelized, 
organized, anil publicized, but we have only 
started to train our people that God has chosen 
to reveal himself to a lost world through human 
personality. Service is essential to sainthood. We 
are saved to save a lost world, and only as holy 
people become wholly committed to this task will 
we accomplish our mission.”

Nazarene Junior Society, 
Rev. Ponder W. Gilliland

“Every Junior is wonderful in his own way— 
but our story is not always wonderful. Something 
is lacking in our story when we have 4,435 churches 
and only 2,019 of them have a Junior Society. Our 
story is anticlimactic when we suddenly realize that 
we have 158,(ill) Junior-Society-agc children en­
rolled in our Sunday schools, and only 31,883 in 
our Junior Societies. Even when we admit that 
the Junior Society’s services, coming at the hour 
they normally do, must of necessity deal primarily 
with children from Nazarene homes, and even if 
we reduce our Sunday-school enrollment figure by 
50 per cent, we are still left with almost 80,000 
Junior-Society-agc children from our Nazarene 
homes, and almost 50,000 of that number do not 
have the benefits and the blessings of a Junior 
Society. . . .

“Well, f really don't know what 80,000 could 
do. 1 can only tell you that last year 31,833 (a 
gain of 512) not only learned more about the 
Bible, the church, and our missionary program, 
but they raised $60,910.00 for all purposes, and 
gave $43,500.00 for the General Budget, and sent 
$250.00 to each of four mission fields for Christ­
mas gifts for the children of those Sunday schools. 
I can tell you that these Juniors, which represent 
only 38 per cent of a conservative potential, last 
year supported seven full-time missionaries, and 
gave more than S I 3,000.00 to help educate our mis­
sionaries' children, and gave more than $12,000.00 
for equipment in the Philippine Islands, the 
American Indian Bible training school, and for 
operating expense and equipment for our Korean 
Bible training school. Comparatively, I can tell 
you that 550 Juniors of one district, with a total 
church membership of slightly more that 4,000, 
gave .SI,782.00 for General Budget, while another 
district with almost three times that number of 
church members found only 900 Juniors, who gave 
only $500.00 for General Budget.”

General Stewardship Committee, 
Dr. S. T. Ludwig

Our total giving for the past year was $37,404,-
741.00. T h is  means a per capita giving of $129.94. 
T h e  Easter Offering for 1956 went beyond the
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5800,000.00 mark, and the Thanksgiving Offering 
has nearly reached 5750,000.00. “T h e  financial 
record is a good one. Once again we readied an 
all-time high in per capita giving for all purposes. 
It is significant, also, that we have reached an 
ail time high in our per capita giving for general 
interests, which includes our home and foreign 
missionary enterprise. But the Stewardship Com­
mittee is not only concerned with the material 
gifts of our people. It is concerned that the con­
cept of Christian stewardship shall extend to all 
areas of life and include time, talent, and per­
sonality as well as material possessions. Therefore, 
we are seeking to instruct our people in all phases 
of the church's life, so that the response of the 
Christian steward will be one of love and devotion 
to God because of His unbounding benefits to us 
as a people. Furthermore, the committee is seeking 
by every means possible to increase the number 
of congregations who will give 10 per cent of their 
income regularly, month by month, for the support 
of God's cause in its world-wide responsibilities. 
Last year there were (504 churches who reached or 
exceeded this goal, but in the year 1957 we ought 
to have more than 1,000 churches who will reach 
this minimum standard.”

Nazarene Radio League, Dr. T. W. Willingham
“As of last November 27, ‘Showers of Blessing’ 

was being broadcast on 386 stations in 11 states 
with 53 overseas outlets; a total of 222 of these 
stations carried it as a public service feature. T h e  
Spanish-language program, ‘La Hora Na/arena,’ 
was being broadcast on twenty-three (23) stations 
in eleven (11) countries, and ten (10) of these 
outlets carried the program as a public service 
feature. T h e  total savings in reduced air-time rates 
and free time for both programs for the last fiscal 
year was 5264,118.05. ‘Showers of Blessing’ is now 
produced on tape, and the same program is aired 
within the week for which it was produced. This 
makes for much better programing, and requests 
for copies of the sermons are more easily filled.”

American Bible Society, 

Rev. Ponder W. Gilliland
During 1955, the Church of the Nazarene gave 

slightly more than 512,000.00. “T his is not enough. 
Our churches in the nations of the British Com­
monwealth contribute to the British and ForeignO
Bible Society. We do not have the figures yet 
for this year (1956) , but in 1955 only 36 per cent 
of our churches took an offering of any amount 
for the Bible Society. T h e  other (if per cent gave 
nothing. Our immediate need is to work for full 
co-operation front our churches in the offering. 
T h e  participation is more important at this point 
than the amount. Every department of our church

should give support to this worthy work by fre­
quent references in their periodicals and by specific 
promotion prior to our offering each year on Bible 
Sunday, the second Sunday in December. Though 
the young people are charged with sponsoring the 
offering, it is a responsibility for the entire church. 
Increasing our participation will in turn bring us 
in total giving to about 520,000.00 that we should 
be raising. I have never seen men more devoted 
to their task than the leaders of the American 
Bible Society. It is a real inspiration to attend the 
annual meeting in New York, to feel their spirit, 
and to see the value ol their work.”

SEEING LIFE
from the Bottom of the Ladder

It is the tendency of fallen man to sec life from 
the horizontal plane and very seldom to see it 
from the vertical plane. In the judgment of the 
world there is a ladder of values determined by its 
own standards. Its “earthly, sensual, devilish” wis­
dom sees this phantom ladder as being of the 
true essence of reality, and men abide by its maxims 
until they are made to see differently.

It  requires a miracle of grace to cause men to 
see that “all that is in the world, the lust of the 
flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of 
life, is not of the Father, but is of the world” 
(f John 2: Hi) . Many souls veritably come to stand 
on the brink of hell before they will embrace the 
truth that “the world passeth away, and the lust 
thereof: but he that doeth the will of God abideth 
for ever” (v. 17) .

T h e  horizontal view of life sees distinctions 
among men as to race, color, family, social class, 
political party, economic well-being, education, and 
various other temporal considerations. For values 
thus determined men apply their strength and in­
genuity of a lifetime, very seldom considering the 
fact of man’s higher moral relationships and his ac­
countability to God within those relationships. 
Often they come, through hardening of the heart 
and corruption of their moral sensibilities, to the 
fatalistic philosophy of “let us eat and drink; for 
tomorrow wc shall die.”

God has declared tiie truth which can be under­
stood only from the vertical plane. He has said, 
“But he that is greatest among you shall be your 
servant. And whosoever shall exalt himself shall 
be abased: and he that shall humble himself shall 
be exalted” (Malt. 23:11-12) . Jesus said, “Lay not 
up lor yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth 
and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break 
through and steal: but lay up for yourselves 
treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust 
doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break 
through nor steal: for where your treasure is, there 
will your heart be also” (6:19-21). Patil was em­
phatic in quoting Isaiah when he said, “For it 
is written, As I live, saith the Lord, every knee 
shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess 
to God” (Rom. 11: 11) .  T h e  values to be derived
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horizontally are denied neither by the Lord him ­
self nor by His servant Paul; bu t they are shown 
to be significant only in relation to the vertical.

W hen Jesus died on the cross there was a vertical 
rending of the veil of the Tem ple. “Jesus, when 
he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up 
the ghost. And, behold, the veil of the temple 
was rent in twain from the top to the bottom ” 
(M att. 27:50-51). T his signified that all peoples 
of all races and nations may have the salvation 
of the Lord Jesus Christ w ithout discrimination. 
T he au thor of Hebrews gives encouragement to 
every soul when he says, “Having therefore, breth­
ren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the 
blood of Jesus, by a new and living way, which 
he hath  consecrated for us, . . . and having an high 
priest over the house of God; let us draw near 
with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having 
our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and 
our bodies washed with pure water” (Heb. 10: 
19-22).

T o  find the true values of the vertical plane, 
souls must come to the bottom  of the ladder in 
repentance, faith, and hum ility and look at life 
from this position. God does not cast away the 
values of hum an personality, bu t H e does require 
that all men learn that their highest in  cultural 
values is not enough for righteousness. Every soul 
must learn that “the way up  is down.” One must 
come to the foot of the Cross and from there 
ascend the ladder of true values in  Christ by full 
submission to Him  and obedience to His will.

God is supreme. His way is the only way. It is 
to be found on the vertical plane.

“Praise Ye the Lord”

H ave you ever sat on the back "stoop” of an 
old farmhouse in the dusk of an early spring 
evening and listened to the croaking of the frogs 
in a ncarbv pond?

A boy who was practicing pole vaulting said to 
his instructor, “I can’t do it.”

T he instructor replied, “Throw  your heart over 
the bar and your body will follow.”

At a meeting of Sunday-school workers the dis­
cussion led everyone to feel that there was much 
need of improvement. One of the workers asked 
the pastor emeritus what he thought the trouble 
was. T he m inister’s reply was, “Lack of concern,” 
in the hearts of the church members.

W eren’t the instructor in athletics and the minis­
ter both saying the same thing in different words?

No worthy task is ever accomplished unless the 
heart is pu t into it, and when the heart is thrown 
over it, the most difficult undertaking is often 
brought to astonishing success.

An English chambermaid felt called to mission­
ary service in China. She entered a training school 
for missionaries in London, and after being given 
time to prove herself, was told that she was not 
qualified for missionary service. She left the school 
and took two jobs as a chambermaid. She saved 
her money, and months later she went to the rail­
road station and bought a ticket to China.

She had learned of an elderly woman who had 
given years of service in inland China, and she was 
on her way to join this devoted worker. After 
weeks of lonely journeying she found her, and 
together they labored till the older woman died. 
T hen, singlehanded, the chambermaid worked on.

T he years brought such outstanding achievement 
that the missionary organization that had told her 
she was not qualified to be a missionary sent her 
a return-trip  ticket to London that she might come 
home and tell her story. H er story of what the 
Lord had done through her was so impressive 
that she was given time to tell it over the British 
Broadcasting Company’s wires.

Bill Griffin was a happy senior in Virginia 
Polytechnic Institute looking forward to a career 
as an industrial engineer when arthritis struck him. 
T hree years later he was completely helpless. Then 
his father died, and Bill felt that he had been 
dropped into a bottomless pit of darkness, and all 
that was left for him was “to die.”

T hen  his doctor spoke a word to Bill that 
changed the whole picture. He reminded Bill that 
with the total loss of physical activity he would 
have “a rare opportunity to think.” Bill said he 
had been doing little else than think for three 
years. Gently the doctor reminded him that he

had been thinking only of himself, that from then 
on he must forget self and think of others. He 
told him  if he would give all of his mind to solving 
the problems of others he would “find a wonderful 
new world.”

How could a man who was blind, bedridden, 
with a body rigid from head to toe except for one 
index finger, find a “wonderful new world” in 
helping others? It seemed impossible, but Bill 
Griffin “threw his heart” into the task. He has 
succeeded so well that the pastor of the First Baptist 
Church of Roanoke, Virginia, said recently to his 
congregation, “Bill Griffin does more good from 
his bed than I do from my pulpit.” A woman who 
had worked among the young people of the city 
for thirty years said, “Bill reaches and straightens 
out more confused youth than any ten of us.”

If every follower of Christ would “throw his 
heart” over the task God has given him, what a 
spiritual earthquake would rock the life of the 
world! God has the power. He needs our hearts.

TITHING— a Threefold Compliment

Many things are taken for granted in Christian 
worship. Participating regularly tends to make 
sacred things become merely a form or habit. If 
many people realized what is involved, even in 
tithing, this particular part of their worship would 
be more than a duty. T ith ing  is really a three­
fold compliment. Let us notice these three could 
be:

T i t h in g  com pl im ents  G o d :  W hen a Christian 
voluntarily pays his tithes, he makes God a busi­
ness Partner. W hen God and an individual are 
in business, tithing is their “trade-mark.” There 
is a feeling of confidence and security.

T ith ing  exercises our faith in God, faith to 
believe that He is able to bless the remaining nine- 
tenths. As a part of our worship, tithing is a proof 
of devotion to God and His kingdom.

Ti t h in g  com pl i m ent s  the  church :  This is a 
means of respecting the church as the house of 
God. There are financial obligations to be met 
regularly. It is a tragedy for the church to be 
financially embarrassed publicly. I t is just as re­
ligious for church bills to be paid as it is to have 
a revival.

A devout Christian is as interested in God’s 
house as lie is his own home. It is a thrill for 
him to tithe in order for the church to have the 
needed equipm ent for efficiency. He wants the 
church to look the best and have the best possible. 
Systematic tithing reveals a sense of appreciation 
and a love for the house of God.

STEWARDSHIP

T i t h in g  compli?netits the pas tor :  Tithes are not 
paid to the pastor, but his salary is made possible 
by “storehouse” tithing. His members recognize 
him as a servant of God. Several churches could 
have a full-time pastor if they realized this fact.

T ith ing  compliments the pastor as being a man 
called of God, “worthy of his hire.” By tithing 
the layman signifies that the pastor deserves his 
financial support. I t means that he appreciates 
him  as the shepherd of the flock, that he appreciates 
his faithful service and spiritual leadership. Some 
church members often fail to realize that “the 
am ount placed in the offering plates may de­
termine the am ount the pastor and his family have 
on their dinner plates.”

All of the flattering compliments made con­
cerning God, the church, and the pastor are diffi­
cult to believe as being sincere unless they are 
verified by the consistent and faithful financial 
support by the paying of tithes and offerings.

T he hymn “Even Me” is a personal hymn. The 
point of the hymn is in the words “even me” at 
(he end of each stanza, for the words suggest an 
individual application. T his hymn was written by 
Elizabeth Codner, wife of an English clergyman, 
in the year 1860. It has been so widespread in 
popularity and has been so useful in revival meet­
ings that its story is worth knowing.

A party of young friends, in whose spiritual 
welfare Mrs. Codner was greatly interested, at­
tended a meeting in which details were given of a 
revival in Ireland. T he young people were greatly 
impressed. Mrs. Codner’s fear was that they would
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look upon it as specifically a work 111 Ireland and 
would fail to get for themselves a share of the 
outpoured blessing.

On the following Sunday, not being well enough 
to go out, she remained at home in quiet com­
m union. Those children were still very much on 
her heart, so that she longed to make an earnest 
appeal to each of them. W ithout effort words 
seemed to be given to her, and they came in the 
form of a hymn, which she wrote down. She had 
no thought of using it beyond her own circle, but 
as it was passed from one to another, it became a 
prayer of power; then she had it published in leaflet 
form. In  her own words:

“Of its future history I can only say the Lord 
took it quite out of my hands.”

T his hymn was read from pulpits, circulated by 
tens of thousands, and was blessed in a remarkable 
degree. Every now and then, during Mrs. Codner’s 
lifetime, some testimony was sent to cheer her 
telling of the hymn's influence upon souls. One 
such token was tidings from a young officer dying 
in far-off India, and sending home his Bible with 
her hymn posted on the flyleaf as his testimony of 
that which had brought him to the Lord.

A dcdicatcd life is the only kind of 
life worth living .—Dorothy B. Kidney.

Another testimony was a letter written to Mr. 
E. P. Hammond, a gospel singer, in which were 
the words:

“T hank  you for singing that hymn, ‘Even Me,’ 
for it was the singing of it that saved me. Every 
time you came to the words, ‘even me,’ I knew 
they m eant me, too. I was a lost woman. Friend­
less, I had attended your inquiry meeting but no 
one came to me because of the crowd. But at the 
church on Saturday afternoon, when they all sang 
that hymn together, those beautiful words: ‘Let 
some drops now fall on me,’ also, ‘Blessing others,
0  bless me,’ it seemed to reach to my very soul.
1 thought: ‘Jesus can accept me—even me!’ It 
brought me to His feet, and I feel the burden of 
sin removed. Since then each time I hear that 
hymn, ‘Even Me,’ it is to me the celebration of my 
spiritual birthday.”

Confessing Christ Today
S c r i p t u r e : M att. 16:13—17:27 (Printed: 

Matt. 16:13-27)

G o i . d i  n  T e x t :  Bui whom say ye that  
I am? . . . T hou art the Christ , the Son 

of the living Cod (M att. 16:15-16).

T h e  scripture lesson follows the one 
studied last week. Jesus had rebuked 
the Pharisees and Saddueees for not 
being able to discern the signs of the 
times and had warned the disciples of 
the leaven of unbelief. He now ques­
tions them directly as to their faith.

Jesus’ first question is concerning the 
popular belief, of the people in general, 
concerning Him. In  the face of these 
various beliefs of the populace, He 
would know what the disciples believe. 
In answer to this direct question, Peter 
gives the great confession which is the 
golden text of the lesson.

In response to this confession Jesus 
reveals to these. His disciples, the in ­
vincibility of His Church, the keys of 
the Kingdom, His coming suffering, 
death, and resurrection, the cost of dis- 
(ipleship, and finally His second com­
ing.

T h e  knowledge or assurance that Jesus 
is the Son of God is a spiritual revela­
tion given to believers by the Father in 
heaven. T h is confession brought from 
the Lord the words to Peter. “Blessed 
art thou.” Indeed anyone is blessed who 
can say with assurance that Jesus is the 
Christ, the Son of the living God.

Jesus’ declaration that He would 
build Ilis  Church gives us both assur­
ance and encouragement. Despite all 
that hell can do in opposition to the 
truth, Jesus will build His Church.

T h e  invincibility of the Church is 
dependent upon its being bu ilt upon 
the true Rock, which is Christ Jesus. 
“ For other foundation can no man lay 
than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ” 
(I Cor. 3 :11 ).

“T his is the stone which was set at 
nought of you builders, which is become 
the head of the corner” (Acts 4 :1 1 ). 
“Jesus Christ himself being the chief 
corner stone” ( F.ph. 2:20) .

T h e  following scriptures (M att. 16: 
21-28), which were all concerning events

that were future at that time, were d if­
ficult for the disciples to understand. 
However, they have all been fulfilled 
except the latter, which says very def­
initely, “T h e  Son of man shall come 
in the glory of his Father with his 
angels; and then he shall reward every 
man according to his works.”

T here are many things concerning the 
second coming of Christ which are 
difficult for His disciples or followers 
to understand today, but there should 
be no doubt in anyone’s mind that 
Jesus’ words will be fulfilled concern­
ing this statement as surely as were the

prophecies of His death and resurrec­
tion fulfilled.

T h e  cost of discipleship is stated a 
num ber of times by our Lord during 
His ministry.

T h e  value of the soul is 
incom putable in relation to earthly 
things, for all things are temporal or 
temporary, but the soul is eternal.

NEW CHURCHES
Fifty new churches were organized in 

the six months following the General 
Assembly. T h is  is the largest num ber 
we have had for the opening of any 
new quadrennium. Eight more have 
been officially started in the first few 
weeks of 1957, bringing the total to 
fifty-eight. W e are glad for this good 
start and we anticipate that every dis­
trict will add to this list within our 
first year of the new quadrennium. 
These are some of our most recent or­
ganizations:

District Superintendent C. D. T aylor 
of the Akron District organized a new 
church at Byesville, Ohio, on December 
0. T h e  pastor of the Cambridge church, 
Rev. Russell Long, became acquainted 
with a minister who had just started 
a new7 work in this neighboring town. 
Pastor Long was invited to conduct a 
revival meeting, and the whole group, 
including the pastor, Rev. Fm m itt A. 
Moore, Sr., have come into the Church 
of the Nazarene. They are worshiping 
in a church building the group had an 
option to buy.

Tw o new churches have been o r­
ganized on the Canada W est D istrict 
bv Dr. Edward Lawlor, superintendent. 
T h e  W est Calgary Church was organized 
on New Year’s Eve. T h is  is our fifth 
church in Calgary. It is not a large 
beginning but in a splendid area of 
the city for development and growth.

On January 20 a new church was o r­
ganized at Blackfalds, Alberta.

At the January meeting of the Gen­
eral Board, Rev. Lyle K. Potter was 
elected to the staff of the Department 
of Church Schools as part-time director 
of Caravans and Camps.

This division of the Department of 
Church Schools was started in 1945.
There are now 2,012 Caravan groups in 722 churches on 69 
districts. The total Caravan membership is 17,246. In the 
summer of 1956 there were 98 boys’ and girls’ camps reported 
from 57 districts, w ith a total of 14,262 campers.

Mr. Potter brings to this work a wide background of ex­
perience. He has served fifteen years as a pastor in the Church 
of the Nazarene. For several years he was full-time youth 
director and Sunday-school promotional secretary in South­
ern California. He was for five years Caravan director on 
the Southern California District and directed their boys’ 
and girls’ camps for eleven years. Since 1955 Mr. Potter has 
given his full time to Sunday-school promotion and evange­
lism. His services have been much in demand and have taken 
him to all parts of the United States.

Mr. Potter w ill give only about one-sixth of his time to 
this new assignment.
