the New Testam ent without discovering 
that the Early Church (made up essentially  
of Jew s) did not accept without some ag­
onizing struggle this breakthrough by the 
Spirit of God. But the truth of God pre­
vailed and is our clear heritage today.

But shall we let the Spirit of Truth direct 
us in this tw entieth  century? Are there

DOWN BARRIERS
IN THE GIFT of God’s own Son and the 
death of that Son upon the Cross we have 
the key to life ’s most vexing problems. Even  
when we look into the unknown future— 
often fraught with m ystery—we have the 
divine assurance that in the gift of His 
Son God also promises us freely the gift of 
all things needful (Romans 8:32). The depth 
of this gift reveals the heart of God, for it 
speaks of resourcefulness and love beyond  
our comprehension.

The message of Calvary is clear; the bar­
riers erected by sin between man and God 
are now broken down redem ptively and 
provisionally. A ll of us who were afar off 
are now brought near by His precious 
blood. Our confession speaks of sin’s stain, 
our guilt, and personal inadequacy. Our 
faith is in His name and atonem ent—in  
nothing else. The ensuing forgiveness, 
cleansing, and peace that He gives testify  
that the barriers are all down.

But the Cross would also break the bar­
riers that stand between man and man, 
erected by political, economic, social, in tel­
lectual, or religious differences. This is 
what Paul pointed out when he insisted that 
the same Cross that broke down the bar­
riers between man and God also slew  the 
enm ity between Jew and G entile. The G en­
tiles who had been formerly classified as 
“strangers and foreigners” are now identi­
fied as “fellow citizens w ith the saints, and 
[ members | of the household of God” (Ephe­
sians 2:19). But we cannot read carefully  
the history of the Church as recorded in

barriers in our generation that the Cross 
would destroy? Are we, too, guilty of preju­
dices and doubtful disputations? Pentecost 
did not elim inate all prejudices immediate­
ly, but a faithful follow ing of the Spirit of 
God did bring God’s servants to the light. 
Even in our zeal for the truth of God do 
we sometim es prosecute rather than pro­
claim? Are w e ever gu ilty  of destroying 
men for whom Christ died in our argu­
ments over the signposts to God? Do our 
enthusiasm s and earnestness actually lead 
at times to harshness? This writer was 
probed deeply some months ago when he 
read again more carefully John W esley’s 
introduction to his notes on the N ew  Testa­
ment. W esley wrote in part: “But my own 
conscience acquits me of having designedly

m isrepresented any single passage of Scrip­
ture, or of having w ritten one line with the 
purpose of in flam ing the hearts of Chris­
tians against each other.

Let the power of His cross today break 
down every barrier in our hearts or minds 
that is not consonant w ith love!



Have you ever heard of . . .

SINNING CHRISTIANS?

SEVERAL YEARS AGO a very amusing incident 
took place in a town where one of our more ag­
gressive churches is situated. T h e  pastor had made 
elaborate plans for a great Sunday night service. 
He prepared the usual publicity for the local news­
paper and emphasized the fact that there would 
be a real treat in store for those who liked gospel 
music and singing.

The church news editor was very obliging and 
printed the article as submitted, except for an al­
most unnoticed bu t ironic typographical error that 
caused one sentence of the story to read thus: “All 
kinds of special s in n in g  will be featured Sunday 
night at the Church of the Nazarene.” We can 
imagine the embarrassment experienced by both 
the pastor and the church news editor when the 
error was called to their a ttention by amused if not 
bewildered readers I

This humorous typographical error, as absurd as 
it appears, is no less ridiculous than the theological 
error that continues to be quite persistent—the 
popular notion that, even after we arc saved from 
sin, we must continue to sin. This  idea, of course, 
appeals to the natural man, for it is an easy “solu­
tion” to the sin problem. Such a solution, however, 
is only a rationalization that nullifies the work of 
God’s grace in the heart of the believer.

To concede that sin will always be a part of

our nature, that we must somehow “put up with 
it ,” suppress it, discipline it, and try to control it, 
is an attempt to anchor one’s faith in a gospel that 
is something less than “ the power of God unto sal­
vation.” In this day when the gap is widening even 
further between creed and conduct, when the qual­
ity of piety and spirituality among professed Chris­
tians has reached the low'est ebb in this century, 
we need to refute such errors with a positive message 
of scriptural holiness.

Mow absurd the concept of a “sinning Christian” ! 
W hat a contradiction to God’s Word, which states 
plainly, “He that committeth sin is of the devil,” 
and, “Whosoever is born of God doth not commit 
sin” (I John 3:8-9) ! Paul asks, “Shall we continue 
in sin, that grace may abound? God forbid. How 
shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer 
therein?” (Romans 6:1-2)

T he  idea of a "sinning religion” is contrary to 
the very nature of God, who commands, “Be ye 
holy; for I am holy.” For God to permit or con­
done sin would be to encourage its practice.

T hen, of course, this position regarding sin is 
as illogical as it is unscriptural. For instance, do 
you know of a truthful liar? Have you ever seen 
a drunk sober man? Or a clean dirty boy? Have 
you ever walked a straight crooked road or met an 
honest thief? These anomalies are all just as logical 
as “sinning saints” !

Jesus came that He might “save his people from 
their sins,” not in them. If the message of holiness 
is relevant for our day (and it definitely is!), it 
is a message of deliverance, of cleansing, of the 
abiding presence of the Holy Spirit, of victorious 
Christian living. In  an age of shallowness and su­
perficiality, or moral decay and rejection of spirit­
ual discipline, let us sing it, shout it, preach it, live 
it! “Holiness forevermorel”

How clearly Paul enunciates this message in the 
sixth chapter of Romans! . . our old man is 
crucified . . . sin shall not have dominion over you 
. . . ye were the servants of sin . . .  ye became the 
servants of righteousness. . . . now being made 
free from sin, and become servants to God, ye have 
your fruit unto holiness, and the end everlasting 
life” (Romans 6:6-22) . Glorious freedom that takes 
us out of the “sinning business” and brings us into 
a partnership with God to bear spiritual fruit!

MEDICAL DO CTORS do not classify worry as a 
disease but it can lead to dangerous consequences. 
Continual worry has been the cause of more deaths 
than some dread diseases. T h e  danger of worry 
is mentioned by Henry W ard Beecher, who says: 
“It is not work that kills a man, it is worry.” T he  
increase of coronary thrombosis and stomach ulcers, 
both traced to excessive worry, reveals the danger 
involved.

T he  Christian must conquer worry or worry will 
conquer him. Jesus saw the danger of worry and 
revealed its cure in a portion of His Sermon on 
the Mount (Matthew 6:25-34). This  passage pro­
claims that—

Worry Is Useless
W hich  o f you by tak ing  tho u g h t  can add  one  

cubit u n to  his stature?  (v. 27)
There  are some things which are beyond the con­

trol of man. We can neither change our physical 
height by desiring to be taller nor increase our 
life span by worrying. Worry cannot alter the past 
nor shape the future; indeed it is useless in every 
respect.

Jesus emphatically asserts that worry cannot 
change a thing. Since this is true, why should tve 
endanger our lives by worrying when it does no 
good at all?

Worry Is Blindness
B ehold  the fowls o f  the a i r ; . . . Consider the  lilies 

o f the fie ld , . . . (vv. 26-28).
T he  person troubled by worry is unable to see 

God working in nature. He fails to see the birds, 
whose needs are constantly provided by the Heaven­
ly Father. Jesus is not saying that the birds do not

work; one needs only to watch birds for a few 
moments to realize how hard they work to exist. 
T he  point is that their provision is certain. If God 
provides for these little creatures, surely man’s 
needs will be provided.

Why do tve worry about our clothing? We fail 
to see the white lilies whose beauty outshines the 
luxurious robes of King Solomon. These flowers 
exist merely for one clay and then are good only 
for burning. If God has so richly clothed this in­
significant creation, surely He will provide for 
man, the crown of creation!

W orry Is U ngodliness
A fte r  all these th ings do the Gentiles seek (v. 32).
Worry is actually distrust of God. T he  term 

“Christian” means to be like Christ. This  implies 
complete trust in Christ; hence, to worry is not 
Christian at all. It must be emphasized here that 
there is a difference between concern and excessive 
worry. Concern is natural but continual worry is 
not. T h e  Christian may be uneasy at times, but 
continual worry must be avoided.

Jesus mentions that worry over physical needs 
is characteristic of the Gentiles, a people totally 
unfamiliar with the nature and goodness of God. 
One who has experienced the love of God in his 
heart should realize that God is concerned with 
his needs. Jesus affirmed this by saying, “. . . your 
heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of all 
these things” (v. 32) .

T he  person who worries forgets those times when 
Clod miraculously provided in the past. We must 
realize that we are God’s special creation and thus 
enjoy a special privilege. God has given us life; 
we should trust Him for those basic necessities es­
sential for sustaining life. T h e  Psalmist expressed 
God's faithfulness by saying, “ I have been young,
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and now am old; yet have I not seen the righteous 
forsaken, nor his seed begging bread” (Psalms 
37:25). God stands by His own.

W orry Is Curable
Seek ye first the k in g d o m  o f G od , . . . a n d  all  

these things shall be ad de d  (v. 33).
Jesus, the great Physician, was well qualified to 

prescribe the cure for worry. He mentions three 
steps which, when followed, will lead to victory 
over worry.

The first step is to "seek ye first the kingdom of 
God.” Entrance into the heavenly Kingdom is 
achieved by accepting Christ as Saviour and re­
ceiving pardon for our sins. Worry seems to melt 
away when the Saviour comes into the heart to 
abide.

The second step adds to the first by the inser­
tion of “and his righteousness.” This  demands a

total commitment to God with the result being a 
life free from sin. There  must be a total involve­
ment with God or worry may continue. God as 
the dominating power and purpose makes victory 
over worry possible. Holiness remains the only 
way to true happiness.

T h e  th ird step calls for living one day at a time. 
Many people have worried over things which they 
feared would soon come to pass, only to find that 
they worried for nothing. T h e  future seldom is 
as bad as we fear. T he  secret to an effective Chris­
tian life is found in living each moment as it comes.

In a world characterized by worry and m en’s 
hearts failing because of fear, the Christian must 
have trust and confidence in God. No Christian 
should be troubled by excessive worry, for our 
Master has given us its cure. Therefore, w hy shou ld  
we worry when  we can pray?

Ever since I can remember there has been one 

word in our beloved Zion that I felt needed to 
be defined. This word, almost entirely peculiar to 
church parlance, is “worldly” or “worldliness.” 
Even the Bible writers had many things to say about

worldliness: “Love not the world” (I John  2:15) ; 
“Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that 
the friendship of the world is enmity with God? 
whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world 
is the enemy of God” (James 4:4).

Looking back across my own ministry for over 
twenty years, I think I see a trend away from preach­
ing against worldliness, which characterized the 
preaching of a generation ago. T h e  word “world­
liness” seems to have almost gone out of use. Very 
many of our people are anxious to avoid what is 
morally wrong, bu t they appear to have ceased to 
be anxious to avoid worldlincss.

Some may say that the early leaders of our Zion 
event too far in their plainness and simplicity, in 
their self-denial and withdrawal from the world. 
Perhaps some of them did; bu t if they did, it is 
also true that too many of the second- and third- 
generation are going altogether too far in the other 
direction, until we have become so involved in the 
complexities of life that we have no time for God 
and our souls. T h e  love of gadgets, the trend of 
many in leadership toward selling real estate or 
insurance, taking active part in “get-rich-quick” 
schemes, spending excessive amounts of time in 
what they call their hobbies—and I could go on and 
name a store of other things—is just plain, old-
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Here are some simple spiritual sugges­tions for victorious vacationers:1. Start your traveling day with prayer and praise.2. Let the Saviour fill your heart with song over each musical mile.3. Bow your head in blessing at each mealtime, whether in a cafe or parked along the way.4. Drive carefully and prayerfully.5. Let the light of Christ shine through you wherever you go.

fashioned worldliness whether it be found in m in­
isters or laymen.

God’s people, from the days of righteous Abel, 
have been holy, different from sinners, undefiled 
in motives. “Love not the world,” and, “Be ye 
separate,” are God's commands that still come 
ringing down through the centuries. Men have 
differed widely on the meaning of these commands 
as they touched the fringes of life; bu t all through 
the years the holy men and women have been im­
pelled by an inner urge to be Godlike, to be sep­
arate from and antagonistic to every form of be­
lief or practice that would rob God of His glory.

T h e  only church that will meet the need of the 
world is the church that is different from the world. 
There  are those in all groups who say; If we would 
only soften the message and lower the standards, we 
could appeal to vast numbers of people who today 
are alienated by our message and method. This is 
false reasoning. Whenever any church begins to 
adapt itself to the world, that church soon becomes 
like the world, and the individual who adapts him ­
self to the world is soon absorbed by the world. The  
church will win the world only as it remains dif­
ferent from the world—set apart unto Christ.

One has said, “We can measure our spiritual de­
cay and defeat by our success in our adaptation to 
the world.” Conformity to worldly customs and 
practices is seen in seeking friendship with those 
who hate Christ; surrendering distinctive Christian 
principles and conforming to a godless age in ethi­
cal practice, in social customs, and in sensuous and 
immodest dress. This is a danger point that needs 
to be guarded with great care.

Unworldliness requires simplicity and modesty, 
an abstinence from ostentation and luxury in m eth­
ods of living. T o  lay down rules as to what is 
permissible and what is forbidden in matters of this 
kind is most difficult. Unworldliness does not con­
sist in the most rigid observance of external rules 
of conduct, but in the spirit and habit of living 
created by the vision of God, by constant fellow­
ship with Him, by personal and vivid experiences

of the greatness of our Christ, and a settled pur­
pose to do the will of God always, in all things, 
at all costs, by the power of the indwelling Spirit.

Worldliness is more than the way we dress. This 
may be one sign of worldliness, to be sure, but not 
the only one.

T o  conduct our business affairs with so much 
zeal that there is little time or attention given 
to the kingdom of God—that is worldly.

T o  be more concerned with the furnishings in 
the home than the culture of the soul—that is 
worldly.

T o be enthusiastic about picnics and hunting 
or fishing and not enthusiastic about the things of 
God—that is worldly.

T o  be known as having a big appetite for chicken 
dinners and little appetite for the W ord of God 
—that is worldly.

T o  talk much about politics, finance, sports, 
automobiles, bu t little to God and  about the things 
of God—that is worldly.

T o  enjoy the social meetings of the church but 
to consider the prayer meeting a drudgery to be 
avoided if possible—that is worldly.

These things are doors through which swarm all 
m anner of evil. Paid calls them the desires of the 
flesh and mind. “Be not conformed to this world.” 
T h e  only alternative is, “Be ye transformed by the 
renewing of your m ind.” Unless day by day the 
spirit is renewed by fresh visitations from God, 
the soul will by an almost imperceptible process 
be pressed into the world’s mold. Be transformed 
by the divine companionship.

T h e  Christ life is simple. W e have bu t one thing 
to do. We have bu t one Person to please. Has 
your life been thus simplified? T h e  Great Physician 
is near. He may diagnose your case accurately and 
thoroughly now, if you but ask Him. He has the 
exact remedy that will cure your spirit of its love 
and desire for the world, and im plant in you a 
heavenly courage to be Godlike in all the outgoings 
of your life. H a v e  ye  received the H o ly  Ghost since 
ye believed? (Acts 19:2) This  is the only cure for 
the worldly-minded.

WHENEVER W E STEP into a Church of the 
Nazarene, be it the humblest wooden edifice grow­
ing out of a meager beginning in an old store front, 
or be it a magnificent stone edifice with laminated 
arches—at the front, in the center focal point, there 
will be the altar. O ur Nazarene sanctuaries are 
never complete until an altar of some type is in­
stalled.

Wherever Nazarenes assemble—in district taber­
nacles, home mission tents, summer camps, or huge 
coliseums (such as the one in which our June Gen­
eral Assembly will be held in Portland) —whether 
the congregations consist of children, youth, or 
adults, either there have been altars erected or 
there will be improvisations made.

Where did the use of altars originate and for what 
purpose? Records of early man, cut in stone, de­
pict the offering of sacrifices to Deity with hands 
upraised before altars of natural stone. Altars have 
always been an outward sign of m an’s inward 
faith. T he  earliest altars raised were undoubtedly 
large natural stones. Some were called cromlechs, 
which consisted of a table-like top surface sup­
ported upon three horizontal or slightly inclined 
stone legs.

The oldest altar-pictures which can be viewed 
today are those of the Babylonians, carved on small 
cylindrical stones which date back to 4000 B.C., on 
which the altar is pictured as playing an im portant 
part in daily activities. Fires burned continuously 
before the altars of the early peoples.

The first altar we read of in the Bible was that 
erected by Noah on leaving the ark. In  the Old 
Testament again, in Exodus and Numbers, we find 
the altar of bu rn t offering and the altar of incense 
used for worship. In the New Testament, the 
Apostle Paul states in Acts that he found an altar 
inscribed “T O  T H E  U N K N O W N  G O D ” ; so we 
know that all altars were not built for worshiping 
the one true God bu t for some, as he again states, 
“whom therefore ye ignorantly worship” (Acts 
17:23).

Today, in this time of changing trends and fash­

ions when some portable altars are being built, 
we can know that altars with their interesting 
ancestry will remain a permanent, unmovable fix­
ture in our Nazarene churches, ever available and 
in use for sinners and saints, and for those sick 
in body or sick in soul. God, the Father; Christ, 
the Son; the blessed Holy Ghost, the Sanctifier—all 
meet us at the altar.

In  a pastorate in southwest Kansas this writer 
was a member of a preachers’ wives’ trio in the 
city. One day during the practice we were discuss­
ing altars and altar calls. One of the ladies, who 
was a member of a church founded to do away 
with altars, said to us, “But altars are only a thing 
of the Old Testament.”

Immediately we secured a copy of the New Tes­
tament and read some scriptures. T he  first was 
words spoken by Christ himself in the Sermon on 
the Mount: "Therefore if thou bring thy gift to 
the altar, and there rcmemberest that thy brother 
hath aught against thee; leave there thy gift before 
the altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to 
thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift” 
(Matthew 5:23-24).

T h en  we found I Corinthians 9:13 and read: 
“Do ye not know that they which minister about

“Joseph, the jailbird, became one of God’s singing birds. So did Paul and Silas in  the Philippian prison. ‘A t mid­night . . .  [they) prayed, and sang praises unto God’ (Acts 16:25). Here is victory’s secret: believing prayer, and heartfelt thanksgiving, in nights of trial. Are you  one of God’s nightingales?”—E. Wayne Stahl.

holy things live of the things of the temple? and 
they which wait at the altar are partakers with 
the altar?” God must have helped us in this, for 
we were prompted to read Hebrews 13:10, “We 
have an altar, whereof they have no right to eat 
which serve the tabernacle.”

Perhaps we did not know all the theological in­
terpretations of these verses, bu t we had found 
the word altar in the New Testament. After read­
ing these scriptures and testifying to this lady per­
sonally about what God had done for us at the 
altar—saving, sanctifying us, and healing our bodies 
—this confused pastor’s wife made this honest con­
fession: “I t  looks like an altar is an important 
place in the church and life of a Christian.” God 
pity those who would destroy and deface altars.

W H O  IS N O T  C A U G H T  in the centrifugal forces 
of modern life? Daily we find ourselves facing 
schedules that are overcrowded because we have 
too many irons in the fire.

We do live in a complex world. T h e  kaleidoscope 
of activities and events that confront us leaves us 
frustrated because we attempt much but accom­
plish little.

T he  basic unit of our society, the family, feels 
the strain most. Individual members of the family 
find their times together growing less frequent, and 
their contacts with one another hardly more than 
a passing of each other as, on the run, they grab 
a bite out of the refrigerator.

Even more basic is the effect on the individual. 
T h e  pressure of such stepped-up living causes us 
to look for shortcuts. Many good things have been 
the result. Laborsaving devices have lightened the 
work load. Automation allows greater productivity. 
Faster methods of travel and communication elim­
inate costly delay.

However, expediency is not always efficiency. The  
best things in life are not always free, nor are they 
necessarily easy. Men cannot expect wages with­
out work. Students should not seek learning without 
effort.

T h e  real effect of all this hits hardest in the 
spiritual life of man. W e cannot long survive spir­
itually on a catch-as-catch-can basis. Hastily gobbled 
portions of spiritual food will not provide spiritual 
strength. T h e  infrequent exercising of our spiritual 
lives will leave us drained and weak.

Thomas Kelley, the Quaker philosopher, rightly 
stated, “Life is meant to have a center.’’ T oo often 
we are flung out to the edge of things and must 
hang on for dear life ere we lose our grip and be 
flung off.

We need to center dow n.  As a hunter  zeroes in 
on his target, so we, as Christians, must learn the 
art of keeping the affairs of our lives centered 
in God. If we desire to be God-centered, we must 
aim to be.

Spiritual life is not to be found apart from its 
Source—God. Vitality is not found in hyper­
spiritual activity. I t is found in commitment to 
H im  who loved us and gave himself for us.

T h e  main obstacle to “centering down” is not 
time. W e could all “ take time to be holy” if we

would. T h e  newspaper, favorite program, hobby, 
or committee meeting could come after  I ’ve kepi 
my appointm ent with the Center of my life.

Brother Lawrence discovered the ability of cen 
tering down by “practicing the presence of God.” 
This residts in the power, no t just to do the things 
of God, bu t to become what God would have us 
to be.

May I center my life in Thee, O God. May the 
extremities of my life be as the spokes of a wheel 
extending always from the hub, which T h o u  art tc 
me.

The Unveiling of

PENTECOST

GO D ’S W O R D  declares, “A nd when the day ol 
Pentecost was fully come, . . .” (Acts 2:1).

PENTECO ST! I t  was a day of importance! It 
marked the advent of the Holy Ghost. Jesus had 
promised, “. . . bu t ye shall be baptized with the 
Holy Ghost no t many days hence.” I t  was a day 
of initiation. I t  meant the Comforter had come 
to abide. Jesus had assured, “. . . for he dwelleth 
with you, and shall be in  you” (John 14:17). It 
was a day of immensity. Sin was dethroned.

I
U n a n im i ty  prevailed  at Pentecost:  T h e  120 of 

the U pper Room  were united  in their experience. 
T he ir  sins were forsaken, selfishness surrendered, 
skepticism abandoned. They were called by Christ, 
tested by trials; bu t they lived because of love.

Again, they were united in their undertaking 
or purpose, that is, to receive the promise of power. 
T he ir  faith was faultless; their hopes were high; 
their expectations were exhaustive! They were 
patient in their pursuit, positive in  their prayer, 
profound in their purpose.

Then , they were united in their understanding. 
T hey had become convinced Christians when the) 
heard and believed. T hey had  become convicted 
Christians when they recognized their depravity. 
And they became consistent Christians as they 
sought the deeper experience. T hey  were awakened 
to their need, alarmed at their carnality, aware ol 
God’s provision of power through holiness.

Finally, they were united  in their assembling. 
They were separated at the L ord’s Supper, scattered 
at the L ord’s trial, dispersed at the Lord’s cruci­
fixion. But they were together in the U pper Room, 
and that is what counted.
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II
Universality was pre -em inen t  at Pentecost:  Catch 

a glimpse of marching men! Envision endless col­
umns of coming souls! See them depraved, de­
graded, despondent souls, needing an experience 
to exonerate, enliven, enlighten. Mere they are: 
“Parthians, and Medes, and Elamites, and the 
Dwellers in Mesopotamia, and in Judaea, and Cap- 
padocia, in Pontus, and Asia, Phrygia, and Pam- 
phylia, in Egypt, and in the parts of Libya about 
Cyrene, and strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes, 
Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in 
our tongues the wonderful works of Cod" (Acts 
2:9-11)

From snow-swept lands of the Eskimo and igloo 
in the Arctic to the endless ice floes of the A nt­
arctic, holiness is available. From the height of 
Tibet’s Himalayas to the flat fields and desert 
dunes of the Sahara, it is holiness for everyone. 
From thrones and castles of pomp and grandeur 
to hovels, shacks, and shanties where poverty pre­
vails, it is one tr ium phan t refrain: “Holiness for- 
evermore!" W hen stars arc faded and gone, moons 
drip with blood, and suns arc turned to darkness, 
holiness, as eternity, will have just begun!

One hundred and twenty found riches and 
wealth in the U pper  Room; twelve Gentile men 
found its freedom at Ephesus; Paul found its power 
at Damascus! W ith  its glory and grandeur, eman­
cipation and freedom, joy and elation, why should 
we live subservient to sin, slaves sold into the 
bondage of Satan?

IIIUniformity persisted in Pentecost:  Holy W rit 
declares, “They were all filled with the Holy 
Ghost" (Acts 2:4). T hey were not uniform in 
temperament. Each man maintained his personal 
independence in appearance and character. Peter 
was still boisterous; John  still loved; Andrew was 
still poised; James was still prayerful. Yet each 
became the temple of the Holy Ghost. They were 
not educationally uniform. Some were still ig­
norant and unlearned. Yet each m an and each 
woman had knowledge that the Holy Spirit had 
come to his or her heart!

Others, too, have had their Pentecost. They too 
tarried, prayed, believed, and accepted. Oh, that 
a mighty Pentecost would come in our time and 
our day! Let us tarry until it comes. Let unity 
prevail among the preachers, w'ithin the churches, 
and wherever God’s people are, until our Pentecost 
comes. May the quest rise above leisure, the hunger 
rise above food, until that day dawns upon us.

Let Pentecost be today! T h e n  with hearts ar­
rayed in peace, passion, and perfection we have 
set anew the stage for our Pentecost today. May 
the ministers of our time witness its rising sun! 
May the laymen know its dawning light! May the 
Church evangelize in its brightness, ere the day 
is past and gone forever.

M OST of God’s people are aware at times of a 
certain tension between the claims of the spiritual 
and the material, the outward and the inward, 
the temporal and the eternal. I t is, after all, not a 
choice of “eilher-or" bu t rather “both-and.” 

Christianity is both the most otherworldly and 
this-worldly of all religions. While it insists upon 
the supremacy of the spiritual, it is the spiritual in­
spiring the practical life to find its highest ex­
pression in the material. T h e  kingdom of God 
demands not only the life of worship but also a 
lile of holy action. Each presupposes the other.

It is not easy to keep the proper balance in this 
present life—it never was easy—for we must live 
in the world. T h e  struggle for existence which in 
some degree must be shared by all—the ever-increas­
ing demands of life make for a struggle to find the 
sanctuary where the soul can consciously meet God. 
T he  things which distract us from God are not al­
ways essentially evil. T h e  good can be and often 
is the enemy of the best.

T he  secret of contact with God even in the midst 
of the greatest material activity and pressure of 
outward circumstances is found in the fact that 
at all times, and in every place and situation, God 
is immediately present. T he  eternal is impinging 
on the temporal, and the spiritual upon the m a­
terial. Our Lord said, “Lo, I am with you alway.” 

Service and worship need not be too widely sep­
arated areas of our Christian lives. They can be 
fused into such a unity that each becomes the other. 
T he  child of God seeks to use the temporal in such 
a way as not to lose the things eternal.

T h e  perfect example of this philosophy is seen 
in the life of our Lord. His days were filled with 
activity which must have made the heaviest de­
mands upon m ind and spirit, bu t His every act and 
thought was permeated and determined by the sense 
of the eternal.

It is not by ignoring the temporal that the eternal 
is gained. It is rather through the material that the 
spiritual can reveal the presence and power of God 
in everyday life. It is as Paul said, we can do every­
thing to the glory of God. Life then takes on the 
balance produced by holiness of heart. T hen  it is 
that we are truly in but not of  the world.

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W hat the Blessed Hope Meant 
to the Early Church

T h e n  we which  are alive a nd  rem ain  shall be cry area of the basic nature of m an contrived to
caught u p  together  . . .  (I Thessalonians 4:17).

T h e  New Testament Church gave a strong em­
phasis to the second coming of Christ. Almost 
every Epistle repeats this cherished hope over and 
over again. Paul evidently expected the rapture  
in his lifetime. He says “we” which are alive. It 
was not some distant event for him. This  hope 
carried the Christians through dark days and 
bloody persecution with a shout of tr ium ph on 
their lips.

Preaching on this ever timely theme was never 
more needed than today. World leaders speak of 
the next war with a sixty-minute duration leaving 
three hundred million corpses and the living envy­
ing the dead. A darker picture would be difficult 
to imagine. But the “blessed hope” is only made 
brighter by the darkness.

T h is  blessed hope  caused the  Early C hurch  to 
give priority  to the w ill  o f  God. For the early 
Christians the will of God was all that really 
mattered. They apparently made few long-range 
plans. They did not even bother to build church 
buildings. They used rented halls. They lived 
from day to day giving little thought to the u n ­
certain future. While it would not be practical to 
abandon planning and building for the future, it 
is possible to be carried away with our kingdom 
on earth rather than expecting His kingdom to 
come. W hich has priority in our lives?

T h e  blessed hope  eased the  pa in  and  su ffer ing  
they endured.  Peter said, “T h a t  the trial of your 
faith, being much more precious than of gold 
that perisheth, though it be tried with fire, might 
be found unto praise and honour and glory at 
the appearing of Jesus Christ” (I Peter 1:7).

This suffering is only for a short while. He will 
soon come and bring deliverance. Indeed, whether 
He comes or we go to meet Him  by way of the 
grave, it will soon be over for us all anyway.

T h e  blessed hope lessened the pow er  o f t e m p ­
tation.  No attraction could long hold their at­
tention. They lived watching the sky. Everything 
the world had to offer was pu t on the balance scale 
with the Lord. T here  was much to attract in the 
Roman Empire of that day. Sin was rampant; 
moral corruption was everywhere; appeals to ev-

pull him into sin. Only a stronger appeal could 
hold them steady. T h e  hope of Christ’s return 
outweighed the allurements of Satan.

T h is  h ope  p rod u ced  an  urgency tha t demanded  
a tten tion .  T hey had to get men saved now.  There 
was no time for delay—Christ was soon to return. 
T hen  it would be too late. T h e  glad day for pub­
lishing the “Good News” would end with the sharp 
blade of the reaper’s sickle. T h e  attitude of ur­
gency could not be ignored by the masses. As with 
one shouting, “Fire,” people could not help but 
listen.

W e have every reason to expec t  Jesus to come 
in our  day. Wars and rumors of wars were never 
more prevalent. Earthquakes were never more 
frequent and disastrous. Knowledge was never 
more on the increase. T here  is gluttonous eating 
and drinking in the Western world while there is 
famine in the East. T h e  restoration of Israel as 
a nation has come in our day. T here  is abound­
ing iniquity in the face of a Church apparently 
powerless to change the trend.

T h e  world is dark. T h e  clattering hoofs of the 
pale horse of death r iding out of the Apocalypse 
can be heard above the groans of many who die 
by the cruel hand of tyrants from Saigon to Havana. 
T h e  darkness of the night may soon be lighted by 
the “Sun of righteousness” coming “with healing 
in his wings” (Malachi 4:2).

We are told that there is an unusual custom in 
the Fiji Islands of calling to the dead. T h e  natives 
climb the highest tree or cliff around on these 
special occasions, m entioning the name of dead 
loved ones. T hey  call again and again, “Come 
back, come back.”

We know there is coming a happy day when 
the dead in Christ will come back with the Lord. 
“T hen  we which are alive and remain shall be 
caught up  together with them . . . and so shall 
we ever be with the L ord” (I Thessalonians 4:17).

The Eternal God brings order, Unity, and finality to human history. His judgments, His promises, His ways with men change not a hair's breadth. W ith Him is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.— Selected.

The Object of Our Faith
One of the ever-present puzzles of the Christian 

life is the relationship between faith and feelings. 
While most of us have learned and would agree 
that we are saved and sanctified by faith, many of 
us still seem to pu t undue emphasis on the way 
we feel.

Not that there is anything wrong with feeling 
good or feeling religious. T h e  only trouble is, some 
very bad people can feel good and some really good 
people can feel depressed and morose. My experi­
ences preaching in  city rescue missions have well 
illustrated the fact that just a few ounces of al­
cohol can make some people sentimentally religious 
without making a particle of difference in their 
state of grace or disgrace.

As Roy S. Nicholson strikingly stated it, “You 
may arise some m orning feeling worse all over than 
you do anywhere else, bu t at that very time you 
can be as holy in fact as when you felt like you 
were floating around in some seventh heaven ex­
perience.”
ONE M AJOR DIFFER EN CE between feelings and 
faith lies in the fact that feelings are personal and 
subjective. A person looks into himself to analyze 
how he feels. Faith, on the other hand, is outgoing 
and objective. I t  looks beyond itself to the Object 
of its confidence and trust.

The right feelings depend upon the right faith, 
and not the reverse. Charles H. Spurgeon remarked, 
“I looked to Jesus and the dove of peace entered 
my heart. I looked at the dove, and it flew away.” 
The witness of the Spirit brings a heart assurance 
of salvation and grace, based on faith’s grasp of 
the sufficiency of Christ.

And saving and sanctifying faith is not first of 
all faith in a theory, a doctrine, a church, and cer­
tainly not in ourselves. It is compounded of three 
elements. I t is confidence in a Person—the divine- 
human Son of God. I t  is obedient acceptance of 
H:s precepts  or commands as completely binding. 
And it is unquestioning trust in His promises  as 
certain beyond all possibility of doubt.
EACH OF T H E SE  elements is essential. T here  is 
no faith without obedience. As Kierkegaard said, 
“It is so difficult to believe because it is so difficult 
to obey.” Belief and behavior—the believing side 
and the behaving side of life—are two things God 
has joined together and m an must not separate.

Nor is faith real that does not trust without ques­
tion the promises of God in Christ. Oswald Cham ­
bers said it well: “Faith is more than an attitude 
of the mind; faith is the complete, passionate, 
earnest trust of our whole nature in the Gospel 
of God’s grace as it is presented in the Life and 
Death and Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

But above all, faith is confidence in the divine 
Object to which it refers, the Person of the redeem­
ing, sanctifying, and living Lord. After all has 
been said and done, the main difference between 
one faith and another faith is not the intensity with 
which either is held, bu t the Object in which that 
faith is anchored. I t  would almost be better to have 
a “little” faith, if one may use such an expression, 
in a great God, than to have a “big” faith in a little 
god.

One of the great classics of the holiness movement 
—rated by Dr. J. B. Chapman as the greatest—is 
H annah  Whitall Smith’s T h e  Christian’s Secret o f  a 
H a p p y  L ife .  In  a memorable paragraph, Mrs. 
Smith says:

“I t  is not hard, you find, to trust the manage­
ment of the universe, and of all the outward cre­
ation, to the Lord. Can your case then be so much 
more complex and difficult than these, that you 
need to be anxious or troubled about His manage­
ment of you? Away with such unworthy doubtings! 
Take your stand on the power and trustworthi­
ness of your God, and see how quickly all difficulties 
will vanish before a steadfast determination to be­
lieve. T rust  in the dark, trust in the light, trust 
at night and trust in the morning, and you will 
find that the faith that many begin perhaps by a 
mighty effort will end, sooner or later, by becom­
ing the easy and natural habit of the soul. I t is a 
law of the spiritual life that every act of trust makes 
the next act less difficult, until at length, if these 
acts are persisted in, trusting becomes, like breath­
ing, the natural unconscious action of the redeemed 
soul.”

“R E L IG IO N  IN T H E  BIBLE,” it has been said, 
“ is not faith in the rule of God, bu t faith in the 
God who rules.” A story has been told of a lady 
tourist on her first ocean voyage. As the weather 
grew worse and the ship pitched and tossed in one 
of the early storms of the season, the passenger 
caught sight of the captain on his way to the bridge.

“Captain, captain,” she implored frantically;
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“WhaL's going to happen?'’
Hoping to reassure her, the captain replied: 
"Don’t worry, Madam. After all, we are in the 

hands of God.”
“Oh!” she gasped, “is it as bad as that?”
I t ’s easy to smile at such an altitude. But per­

haps it reminds you of something—something you 
may have glimpsed in yourself or seen in others 
when the pressures of life grew great. Better to 
amend the lady’s response. W e  are in the hands 
of God. It is as good  as that. Viewing the verse 
from another side—“It is a fearful thing to fall into 
the hands of the living God”—Robert Louis Steven­
son said, “It would be a thousand times worse to 
fall out of His hands.”

While at times we may feel that our faith is be­
ing rocked and shaken by the circumstances we 
encounter, there is one thing of which we can be 
sure. T h e  Object of our faith is the same, yester­
day, today, and forever. He will not be shaken. 
He is the kind of Lord we can dare to trust in all 
things.

Amending the Becker Amendment
T he  editor’s correspondence, contacts, and con­

versation indicate some difference of opinion among 
Nazarenes with regard to the proposed amendment 
to the Constitution sponsored by Representative 
Frank Becker of New York, a Roman Catholic by 
religion.

T he  Becker amendment is one of more than one 
hundred proposals originating in the Congress to 
deal with the uncertainties created by the Supreme 
Court rulings in the case involving the New York 
State Regents’ Prayer for public schools in 1962, and 
in the Schempp-Murray case last year. Since Con­
gressman Becker’s amendment seems most likely 
to be considered, it has received the major atten­
tion.
C H R IST IA N  PEOPLE are very sensitive to and 
rightly alarmed by the consistent drift of our so­
ciety toward secularism and ever-increasing godless­
ness. We especially resent the thought that a pro­
test originated by a noisy atheist against required 
Bible reading and prayer in the public schools 
should prevail in the highest court of our land.

If our times require anything, they need more 
and not less of true religion. T h e  current collapse 
of moral standards, the continual questioning of 
time-proven ideals of hum an life and conduct, the 
all-too-evident contempt of God and the Christian 
way of life publicly expressed in some quarters 
alarm us and arouse us to attempt some kind of 
action.

We bitterly resent the implications in the story 
of the public school teacher who surprised a group 
of boys in a circle on their knees in the washroom. 
“W hat are you doing?” he demanded. “Shooting 
craps,” the boys confessed. “Oh,” said the teacher

with a sight of relief, “I thought you were praying.”
When is all of this going to stop? W hat will be 

next to come under  attack in our cultural and 
religious heritage? “In  God We T ru s t” on our 
coins? “Under G od” in the oath of allegiance to the 
flag? T he  chaplaincy in the military services? Is 
there any end in sight?

T hus to many the Becker amendment seems to 
be a step in the right direction. I t  appears to be 
an opportunity for God-fearing people to register 
their influence in protest of current trends.
BIJ I’ O T H E R S  SEE in the Becker amendment a 
threat to the import of the First Amendment limit­
ing governmental action to dictate or regulate the 
religious life of the people. T hey point out that 
its very vagueness—“offering, reading from, or listen­
ing to prayers or Biblical Scriptures”; “God or a 
Supreme Being”—could open the lid of a regular 
Pandora’s box of problems.

Since the purpose of the amendment is to re­
verse the effect of the Supreme Court decisions in 
the New York and Schempp-Murray cases, it would 
seem to vest state or local school boards with 
authority to require prayers and Bible reading as 
part of the regular school activities, exempting, of 
course, any children who might object to taking 
part.

But what prayers? In  a community predominant­
ly Catholic, will it be the “Hail, Mary”? In com­
munities where Mormons predominate, will it be 
readings from the Book of Mormon? And what 
version of the Bible? T h e  New World Translation 
of the Jehovah’s 'Witnesses, the Revised Standard 
Version, the Douay version of the Rom an church, 
Science and  H e a l th  w i th  a K ey  to the  Scriptures? 
And if prayers, or versions, or selections be chosen 
on which all various religious faiths would agree, 
would there be anything spiritual or distinctively 
Christian about them?

There  are those who feel that anything would 
be better than nothing. But there is at least one 
amendment to the Becker amendment which is 
desperately needed to make it acceptable to con­
cerned Protestants. It would read something like 
this: “Nothing in this amendment or Constitution 
shall be construed as perm itting the appropriation 
of public funds for the support of parochial educa­
tion, and any such appropriation is herewith ex­
pressly prohibited."

If such an am endment to the amendment were 
made, 90 percent of the present support for the 
Becker proposal would disappear, including in all 
probability the vote of Congressman Becker him­
self. T he  irony of the century would be if the First 
Amendment to the Constitution, which has been 
the bulwark of the historic American concept of 
the separation of church and state, should be struck 
clown with the connivance and support of ardent
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P ro tes tan ts .
If you consider writing your congressman 01 sen­

ators regarding the liccker amendcnt, don 't forget 
to add an amendment to the amendment. Insist

that it be clarified to prohibit the piomulgaiion 
of sectarian religion in the public schools. And 
insist that it be amended to prohibit tax support 
for parochial schools.

THE LOCAL CHURCHES
Memorable Service

On Sunday evening, May 10, our 
congregation had gathered as usual for our evening service. Our hearts had been saddened by the unexpected death of one of our closest friends and spiritual leaders, Mrs. B. V. Seals, early the pre­vious morning. T he song service seemed to be lifting us a little closer to heaven than usual. At the close of a special number the pastor stood and read the text for his Sunday evening sermon. His 
text was taken from Matthew 13:58, “And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.”As he finished reading from the Bible, a young schoolteacher stood up 
and interrupted with these words, “Pas­tor, I have a confession to make.” For the next three or four minutes he gave us a summary of walking behind spirit­ual light for six years. Fie told how he had made a profession with no pos­session. I have never heard a man more humbly lay his life open to God and the people. With tears of repentance he asked for the forgiveness of the people as he told how he had prayed through during the night.

T he presence of the Lord was every­where. Men and women got up from their seats and started for the altar on the run. T he altar and the front scats were lined with thirty to forty people 
seeking God. There were men at the altar who had never been saved before. All over the auditorium people were also kneeling, seeking God.

A man and wife wept their way to victory side by side, and later told how 
they had been in spiritual darkness for years. A man new to our church gave a thrilling testimony. He said that he had once been saved as a teen-ager in an interdenominational youth camp years before, but he had not been a Christian since his teens. A woman who told a friend she never would testify in public was one of the first to stand, and through her tears told what God had done for her.

A young married couple prayed their

way through and dedicated their home 
and lives to the Lord. A banker sought 
and found God and testified, along with his wife, that he had not been a Chris­tian nor regular in church attendance for many years. A father of six children, with no church background, having been in our services only a short while, 
found victory on his knees in the aisle and stood to give a victorious testimony.A visitor from out of town, the father of one of our board members, knelt by his seat and met the Master and gave his life to Him. T he man from our 
board had been so thrilled his dad had come to church with him, and now he 
was overwhelmed to kneel and help pray his dad through. T he list goes on 
and on. T im e and space do not per­mit me to tell you of the many others who found wonderful victory.

I have never heard such testifying as I heard on this night. After several hours of praying and testifying there 
were still close to 150 people who re­fused to take children home or leave the service for any other reason. God’s people were basking in His wonderful presence and testifying to His great love and their love for Him.I found myself thinking, What if that young schoolteacher had refused to 
mind God? Would we have seen a service such as this? I am confident we would have had a good service with God’s blessing, as we always do. But what a channel of blessing there is, and how the windows of heaven open when we mind God!

It was just twenty-four hours ago that I witnessed this great service. I am working on my job in a factory tonight and as I have thought back to the blessings of last night I have shed many 
tears. They are the most W'onderful kind of tears in the world, for they are tears of God’s love for me, my family, my friends, and our great church.Tomorrow our district assembly will convene in our local church. In just a fciv short weeks the General Assembly will be on in Portland, Oregon. I be­lieve God is going to bless us in a won­derful way. I have never witnessed more of God’s outpouring upon His people than during these past weeks. I have been a Nazarene layman for thirty-three years anil I believe God is not only blessing our great Zion, but I also be­
lieve He is doing everything possible to get men anil women to turn to Him and prepare for His coming.

As a delegate to the General Assem­bly for the second time, I unite my 
prayers with thousands of others for a great outpouring of God upon our church around the world.—J a c k  Coon-

Jesus  t a u g h t  us  all to m ak e  it verv  p e r ­
sonal w hen  H e  said. “ Blessed a re  the  
peacemakers:  fo r  they  shall  be  called 
the  ch i ld re n  of  G o d .”

W e  also need  to  he  p ra y in g  earnes t ly  
for those  on  h ig h  po li tical  levels, tha t  
they  will be a b le  to  p ro m o te  peaceful  
re la t ions  a m o n g  all m en .  T h e  Bible  is 
c lear  here ,  t h a t  we a rc  to p ra v  for all 
“ th a t  a rc  in a u th o r i ty . ” In  II C o r in ­
th ia ns  4:1 the  Apostle  P au l  savs. “ T h e r e ­
fore seeing we ha v e  th is  m in is t ry ,  as we 
have  received mercy, we faint  n o t . ” 
W e y m o u th  savs, “ W e do  no t  lose h e a r t , "  
a n d  th e  Ph i l l ip s '  t rans la t io n  savs, “ N o t h ­
ing can d a u n t  us .”

T h e  C h r is t ian  life begins for us in 
the  passive voice: we a re  be in g  acted  
up on .  Som eone  has said:  “ M a n y  p e o ­
ple  like to j u m p  in to  the  active voice1 
wi th  no  grea t  exper ience  of  th e  passive 
voice, th a t  of  be in g  t ra n s fo rm e d  bv the' 
Spiri t  of  G o d .”

W h a t  a w on d e r fu l  t h in g  is peace! 
M oody tells of  a  so ld ier  d u r in g  th e  Civil 
W a r  w ho  deser ted  to  th e  N o r th ,  b u t  
o rd e i s  h a d  been  given th a t  no  m o re  
re fugees could  be taken in. l i e  knew if

lie w en t  back to the  S o u th  lie would be 
sho t  as a deser ter .  H e  d i d n ’t know what 
to  do ,  so he  w e n t  in to  the  woods be­
tween th e  a rm ie s  a n d  stayed until he got 
s ta rved  ou t.  He saw an  off icer going by 
a n d  lu s h e d  ou t  of  th e  woods and told 
h im  h e 'd  have* to h e lp  h im  o r  he would 
die.  F h e  off icer said,  “ Haven’t you 
h e a r d  the  news?”

T h e  m a n  in q u i r e d ,  “ W h a t  news?”
T h e n  he  was to ld ,  “T h e  war is over. 

Peace is de c la red .” T h e n  the  officer 
said,  “ C o  to th e  fi rs t  town, and get all 
th e  food you w a n t . ” W i t h  a wave of 
his ha t ,  he  ru sh ed  off  to the  town as fast 
as he  could.

No, n o t  really. T his is p a r t  of P a u l ’s 
discussion of  th e  re su rrec t io n ,  as th e  
n e x t  words i l lus tra te :  “ So also is the
resu rrec t io n  of  th e  d e a d .” Som e have  
taken th is  c om par ison  to re p re se n t  the  
d i f fe ren t  degrees  of  r e w a rd  to be  given

in th e  re su rrec ted  state,  a n d  well  it 
m ig h t .  O th e r s  view i t  as an  i l lus tra t ion  
of  the  way in w h ich  the  subs tance  of  
p e rson a l i ty  re m a in s  th e  sam e a l th o u g h  
its form  differs.

In what year did the N azarene church begin, and who is its founder?  m ore than one, how  m any?
T h e  first c ongrega t ion  b e a r in g  the  

n a m e  C h u r c h  o f  th e  N a za ren e  was o r ­
ganized in I .os Angeles,  Ca l i fo rn ia ,  in 
O c tober ,  1895, chiefly  by  D r.  P. F.
Bresec, a l t h o u g h  closely associated w i th  
h im  was Dr.  J .  P. W id tiey ,  M.D. H o w ­
ever.  we d a te  o u r  b e g in n in g  as a  d e ­
n o m in a t io n  wi th  th e  u n io n  of  the  origi-

If
nal  C h u rc h  of  the  N azarene  a n d  its 
a ff i l ia ted  ch u rc h e s  w i th  th e  Association 
of Pentecosta l  C h u rc h e s  of  New  E n g ­
l an d  (no t  to  be  confused w i th  “ un k n o w n  
tongu es” churches) a n d  th e  Holiness 
C h u rc h  of  C h r is t  in th e  Sou th ,  a u n io n  
final ly  c o n su m m a te d  a t  P i lo t  Point .  
T exas ,  in O c to b e r  o f  1908.

W hat kind of bodies do people have w ho are lost in hell? The rich man  saw  A braham  and Lazarus, and talked w ith  them. Since they w ill not be consum ed, w ill they have g lorified  bodies?
1 do  n o t  know. T h a t  th e re  is a  r e s u r ­

rect ion of  th e  lost is clearly t a u g h t  in 
th e  B ible  (Danie l  12:2; M a t th e w  25: 
31-10; J o h n  5:28-29; R e v e la t ion  20:12- 
15; 21:8) . However ,  “ g lo r i f ie d” docs n o t  
seem q u i t e  th e  w o rd  to descr ibe  th e  fo rm  
of  t h e i r  e te rn a l  exis tence.

Really ,  o n e  of  the  m ost  impress ive  
th in g s  a b o u t  t h e  B ib le  tea ch ing  on  
e te rn a l  des tiny  is its very re ticence  w i th  
r ega rd  to th e  deta ils ,  p a r t i c u la r ly  as 
they  re la te  to  those  w h o  f inal ly  reject  
Chris t .  T h e r e  is n o n e  of  the  lu r id  play 
of  im a g in a t io n  o n e  f inds  in  th e  Jew ish  
a p o ca lyp t ic  w ri te rs  of th e  ear ly  c e n t u ­
ries, for e x am p le ,  o r  i n  D ante .  T h e

very  re s tra in t ,  as Roger Nicole has i n d i ­
cated, “suggests t h a t  th e re  is d e p th  of  
sadness in th e  misery  of  th e  lost w hich  
o u r  m in d s  a re  u n a b le  to p l u m b  in this  
l ife .”

W h a t  we m u s t  always say, however,  is 
t h a t  110 o n e  need be lost. C h r is t  d ied  
fo r  all. G od  is n o t  w i ll ing  t h a t  any 
sh o u ld  perish .  T h o s e  w ho  a re  f inally  
lost  will be in sp i te  o f  every th in g  G od  
can do  to save th em ,  respec t ing  always 
th e i r  div inely  given p o w er  of  choice a n d  
self-d irection. If  you a rc  in te re sted  in 
r e a d in g  m ore  a b o u t  this, b u y  o r  bo rrow  
a copy of  E x p lo r in g  O u r  Chris t ian  Faith  
a n d  read  pages 561-77.

In m y d ictionary, I find Easter originated from the dawn goddess Eastre. Do 
you think God is pleased to nam e H is resurrection day after a pagan goddess?

Y o u r  in fo rm a t io n  a b o u t  th e  o r ig in  of  
th e  w o rd  “ E a s te r” is sub s tan t ia l ly  co r­
rect. I t  is d e r iv ed  fro m  the  n a m e  of 
th e  a n c ie n t  T e u t o n ic  goddess of  spring , 
a n d  is re la te d  to  the  English “ e as t” as 
associated w i th  the  d a w n  o r  b e g in n in g  
of  th e  day. I t  is used  on ce  in th e  E n g ­
lish K ing  Jam e s  Version in  Acts 12:4 
as a t r an s la t io n  for  th e  G reek  pasca  o r  
“passover,” a t  w h ich  season of  the  year 
th e  re su rre c t io n  o f  C h r is t  occu rred .

I t  seems to  m e  th a t  t h e  use of  the  
n a m e  is fa r  less s ignifican t  th a n  th e  c o m ­
m erc ia l iza t ion  of  th e  season, a n d  the  
w id esp rea d  loss of  a  t ru ly  sp i r i tu a l  o b ­
servance of  th e  most  g lor ious ann iversary  
in t h e  C h r is t ia n  calendar.

As far as th e  n a m e  itself is concerned ,  
words have  a  way of  c h a n g in g  th e i r  
m ean ings ,  a n d  th is  has  h a p p e n e d  to 
th e  w ord  “ E as ter .” E x ce p t  for th e  e ty ­
mologist.  it lias n o  m o re  connec tion 
no w  w i th  E astre  th a n  " S u n d a y ” has w i th  
th e  sun goddess o r  “ S a tu r d a y ” has  with  
th e  w orsh ip  of  Sa turn .

Most of  o u r  c a len d ar  na m es  are  d e ­
rived f 10111 R o m a n  sources:  nam ely ,  J a n ­
ua ry  fro m  Jan us ,  god of  the  year; 
M arch  from  Mars,  god of  war;  May 
from  M ain s  o r  Ju p i te r ,  th e  g re a t  god; 
etc.

I a m  c o n f id e n t  G od  is fa r  m o re  c o n ­
cern ed  a b o u t  w h a t  we d o  w i th  th e  day 
th a n  a b o u t  w h a t  we call it.
