We have reduced our indebtedness twa(nty-flve 
thousand  dollars besides paying in te res t on eighty 
thousand dollars.

d eb t and th is N orthw est Ed­
uca tional D istric t will own 
one of the best p lants in  our 
whole church  connection.
W hat a glad and glorious 
day it will be to a ll of us, 
w hen these g rand  results are 
accomplished.

The 
Assembly adopted tbe repo rt w ithout a  change. The 
report called for a  ce rta in  am ount for the runn ing  
expanses of the school and about ten dollars per 
member on  the  Indebtedness, w hich am ount, if 
raised from all of our constituency th is year and 
the like am ount next year will free us from in ­

debtedness.
It is w ith  gratefu l hearts 

indeed th a t we pen our g ra t­
itude to Dr. R. T. W illiam s 
(th e  chairm an of the assem­
bly) for the very im portan t 
and in fluen tia l p a rt he took 
In helping us to accomplish 
these good results. We tru s t 
the esteem in which we hold 
him and the true  love which 
we bear him will in some 
measure rew ard him ; but 
for his real rew ard we com­
mend him  to God who glv- 
eth  to all men liberally  and 
upbraideth  not.

At the N orth Pacific Dis­
tr ic t Assembly we m et w ith 
sim ilar results, although 
these resu lts were not ob­
ta ined  un til a f te r  a th o r­
ough discussion pro and con 
in  the Educational Commit­
tee. The E ducational Com­
m ittee was quite a large 
com m ittee composed of some 
of the prom inent members 
of the d istric t.

In the Idaho-Oregon D istrict Assembly a report 
like unto  those of the N orthw est and N orth Pacific 
Assemblies was adopted.

In the  m eantim e, 
Rev. J. M.' B u tchart is canvassing the Dakotas in 
the in te rest of the College. These will not only 
rsise finances for the school but will also hu n t up 
prospective students, sending them  this way. We 
feel th a t we have a splendid arrangem ent for a 
thorough canvass of the field and believe th a t th is 
will be the g rea test year in  the history of our In s ti­
tution.

W hile these are canvassing the te rrito ry  above 
named. Rev. Olive M. W inchester, who is giving 
her all for the In stitu tion , will visit the Canadian 
and Dakota Assemblies and make a canvass of the 
s tr te  of M ontana. The whole th in g  looks m ighty 
good to me and 1, believe by the grace of God th a t 
we will be enabled to sweep the deck and be able 
to come off more than  conquerors.
